Small green areas in Village

J Dean reported that for some time now groups of youths have been playing football behind Foxhollow, close to the stream.  This in itself is not a problem (as the green areas ware dedicated for children to play) but the continued smashing of the ball on fences are causing a great deal of disturbance to the residents who can sometimes not even sit in their gardens.  When they have asked the youths to refrain from kicking the ball up their fences (these are normally older children) all they get is verbal abuse.

This was discussed at some length to see of something could be done.  The Clerk, some years ago did have signs put up in this area but it seemed to make matters worse and when the children finally demolished the sign, it was taken down.

J Doland felt this was an issue for Kevin Misik.  When walking his rounds he should be asked to look at these areas to make sure all is well.  The Clerk also felt that this problem would be taken into consideration when the environmental audit is done in the village with the Police and a note should be made of this area.
