To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 23rd May 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by GS.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Bar Hill Bus Service – This was discussed briefly as the Clerk had put in the Parish Council packs a letter from the County Council to say the bus service would not stop at Bar Hill any longer due to vandalism.  MS agreed to put an article on the website about this to inform the residents.

Adoption of Unofficial Footpath between Viking Way and Otter Gardens – This was discussed briefly.  The Clerk has now received letters from residents to say they have used this path for up to 20 years.  The Clerk will now be able to send these residents evidence forms that need to be filled in and sent to the Rights of Way Department at the County Council.

Mobile Burger Van at Gladeside – The Clerk has received an email from SCDC and they will be investigating the fact the original owner of the burger van has now sold on his licence to a new tradesman and this is illegal.  They will let us know the outcome in due course.

Planning Applications:-

a) Menzies Cambridge Hotel & Golf Club – Retrospective Illuminated Signs

An application has been received (retrospective permission) for illuminated signs to be placed at the entrance of the hotel.  This was approved by the Planning Committee.

b) Total UK Ltd – Jet Wash Bay at Lolworth Service Station


An application has been received from Total UK Ltd to open a hand car wash at the Lolworth Service Station.  The Planning Committee approved this application on the grounds that it may take business away from the illegal hand car wash operating from Tesco.

Any Other Business

· County Council – Street Lighting for school playing field

We had sent a purchase order to the County Council to the value of £3,794.17 to install two new streetlights along the school playing field close to the Farmhouse.  Unfortunately because of the time lapse this figure has now increased to  £4,627.81.  It was mentioned that this area is very dark at night and the Parish Council did have a new footpath created but at that time we did not envisage lighting the area.  MP felt that perhaps the Sunshine Playgroup building could put a light on their building to light up at night, as the Farmhouse already have one but as they only open one night a week, this light is not is use very often.   BB proposed that we discuss this matter further at the next Parish Council meeting for a decision to be made and this was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

· SCDC – Permission to Improve footpath for disabled facility

A letter has been received concerning a disabled resident living at 29 Otter Close.  They have applied for a disabled facility grant to make the area safer for their use.  The footpath close to their property needs essential repairs to an uneven path and also to establish a safe access for the disabled occupant so steps and rails will be installed along the grass verge between the garages.  The Planning Committee agreed to approve this work in principle on the understanding that they will make good the area after the work has been completed and that we would look forward to receiving the planning application in due course.

· Road Signs

This subject was discussed briefly and it was felt that we should start getting prices for the internal street signs.  MS mentioned that in some streets it would be difficult to put an internal numbering sign in as many residents gardens came up to the road kerb, as in Holytrees and Foxhollow.  This will need to be investigated further but in the meantime the Clerk will contact SCDC for some indication of prices.

· Corporate Plan

MS had taken this document home to read and as there is nothing further we need to do this will be filed.

· Village Green Funding

MP mentioned that in the last edition of the CALC Bulletin there was an article about the National Sports Foundation giving funding for various issues with village greens and sports facilities.  It may be worth us contacting them to see if they could help fund the village green resurfacing once we have had further communication with the Primary School and Anglian Water to see what exactly needs to be done to stop further flooding.
