To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 14th July 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by GS.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Quotation for new Bar Hill Ordnance Survey Map – The quotation has come back at £50 but the Clerk felt that the area of Bar Hill could be made smaller, which would bring the price down.  This subject was briefly discussed and SJ proposed that we purchase the new Ordnance Survey Map to enable the Parish Council to mark the ownership of land and this was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

a) 82 Stonefield – Two story side extension

Plans have been received for a two-story side extension to the above property.  The Planning Committee looked at the plans and approval was given. 

b) Land west of Longstanton – Erection of 87 dwellings (amended)

Amended plans have been received for the building of 87 new dwellings at Longstanton.  The Planning Committee objected on the grounds of excess traffic into Bar Hill and the possibility of flooding due to so many new dwellings with no plans as yet to alleviate these problems.

c) 4 Pheasant Rise – Single story extension

Plans have been received for a single-story extension to the above property.  The Planning Committee looked at the plans and approval was given. 

d) 13 Acorn Avenue (Amended plans – information only)

Amended plans have been received for an extension to the above property.  The Planning Committee looked at the plans and noted the contents as no comments were requested.

· Invitation to Northstowe Public Sector Workshop – Bar Hill Church

· Opening date for Post Office is 5th October


Good News, the Bar Hill Post Office will be open for business on 5th October.  The new location will be in Bar Hill Library. 

· Email from J Reynolds re Captain Cole and the Little Meadow Footpath

The Ombudsman has considered the County Council’s comments on the complaint from Captain Cole and has agreed not to pursue the complaint any further.  The Commission will include this complaint in their published figures for the year ending 31st March 2007 and record the decision as “Insufficient evidence of maladministration (without report)”.

· Directional signs in village – update

The Clerk reported that having spoken with the County Council and they have informed her that their Sign Workshop was owned by Ringway. From September of this year the contract between Ringway and the County Council will come to an end.  In the meantime they have no signage department.

MS felt that although Ringway no longer work for County Council there should be no reason why the Parish Council could not obtain quotations from them for the signs in the village.  Also it was agreed that the Clerk would obtain prices from Algar Signcraft.  Once these quotations have been received we will look at this subject again.

· Footpath problem close to 37 Pheasant Rise

The Clerk received a complaint from a resident some time ago about the path that runs along their houses to the garages saying they were badly rutted and needed repairing.  After writing to the County Council the Clerk has received a reply that the path in question is not the responsibility of the County.  The Clerk has therefore asked for members of the Parish Council to site visit the area to determine who owns the footpath.  GS and SS agreed to site visit and will report back. 

· Possible representation letter re Tesco appeal for the Hand Car Wash
With regard to the appeal from Tesco to the Secretary of State on the Hand Car Wash located in their Car Park.  The Parish Council has been asked to make representation by letter to the Secretary of State by 21st September (in triplicate).  MS suggested a letter that was read out to the meeting and it was agreed that this letter would be sent on behalf of Bar Hill.
