To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

Quotation for Ordnance Survey Map – The Clerk has now reduced the size of the map to take into account the whole area of Bar Hill.  The price for this will be £30.00.  The Committee had already agreed to pay up to £50 at the last Planning Meeting, so the Clerk will go ahead and purchase the new map.

112 Appletrees – SJ site visited this area after an enquiry was received from the owners of 112 Appletrees wishing to take over this piece of land.  After discussion MS proposed that we write back and quote it is not the policy of the Parish Council to allow residents to purchase of take over Parish Council land.  This was seconded by BB. SJ agreed to take the document home to read and she will report back at the next meeting.

· Kerbing outside 1 Viking Way needs to be repaired

The kerbing outside Unit 1, Viking Way has become a trip hazard and the occupiers of the unit have asked for a site visit.  SJ will site visit after the meeting and report back.

· K Misik would like a brick “Goal Wall” in the village

The Planning Committee thought this a good idea, as we have addressed this subject in the past, but had no reasonable location to install one, without upsetting the residents.  MS suggested that the Skate Park would be a good place and it was agreed that this item would be brought up at the next Parish Council meeting with a view to installing a “Brick Goal” over at the Skate Park, although some leveling of the ground would be needed to accommodate this.
