The Clerk has now had word from Anglian Water that the water that was pumping into the stream some months back was in fact due to a drain blockage from two properties in Hollytrees.  Apparently when the drains block, the stream is an overflow system and the water being pumped in to the stream was in fact from kitchen sinks and not sewage as was first thought.  The blockages have now been sorted and the problem has been eradicated.
