To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 14th September 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by GS.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Sale of cars in village – update by SJ

SJ has now read the contents of the document sent by SCDC and this subject was discussed at length.  The letter seemed contradictory as in the first paragraph they indicted there was no such bylaw for Bar Hill and then in a further paragraph they state that we have a case under the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 whereby people are “exposing their cars for sale on the street”.

MP therefore proposed that we contact our Solicitors, Ginn & Co, giving them all the documentation and ask for their advice and if we can make a case in the future for cars being sold in the village.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

MS also recommended that once we have an answer from our Solicitors we shall post the information on the website as well as in the Bar Hill News.

Signage in the village

After sending an email to David Gilkes of the County Council asking him to clarify whether the Parish Council will need to pay for signage already located in the village (that the County Council originally installed) as well as new signs, the reply was that yes the Parish Council will now be responsible for all signage in the village, although any new signs located on the highway, i.e. perimeter road, would need to be passed by the County Council before we install them.

It was felt that this was very unsatisfactory in view of the budget implications this will have on the Parish Council.  MS felt that such an important change to their policy should have been done through Committee and as such should be minuted; therefore MS proposed that we write and ask for the evidence that this change of policy was agreed through the appropriate channels before we, as a Parish Council, can make changes in our policy.  This was seconded by MP.  All in favour.

· Invoice for CCTV for the new Post Office

The invoice for the CCTV installation at the new Post Office has been received to the value of £3,600.  The Parish Council had proposed to pay £2000 of this amount, which was recorded in the May Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting.  To avoid any delays in the payment it was agreed that the Parish Council would pay the full amount and recoup the remaining £1,600 from the Residents Association, who had agreed to pay the difference.

· Quotation for sign at Viking Way from Algar Signcraft

A quotation for £272 (plus £102 for fixings) has been received from Algar Signcraft for a new sign along Viking Way saying No Parking for HGV’s at any time.  Although the sign and price had been agreed it was recommended that we have the sign in blue and the Clerk will ask if a blue sign would be the same price.

· Letter from resident re drainage problems in The Spinney

The letter was read out to the Committee and it was decided that before any further discussions could take place a site visit would be undertaken to establish exactly what the nature of the problem was.

· Street Lighting Improvements – County Council

A letter has been received from County Council saying that at this present time they have no extra funding for new light columns in the village, although there are several areas that are very dark at night.  The Clerk will write back to the relevant people who had made this enquiry and let them of the County Council’s decision.  However, as far as the Farmhouse lighting is concerned, it was agreed that we would investigate the possibility of having the existing light put on a timer switch, so this can be activated when the Farmhouse is in use.

· Village Hall Official Opening

MS reported that Iain Martin (the Chair of the Management Committee has asked MS to open the Village Hall on the 3rd November, which she will be happy to do.

· Annual Play Inspections 

This has now been received back and the report was a very good one, with very little work needed of major importance.  The Play Inspector has already carried out most of the repair work and MWP Services will carry out the remainder of the work that needs to done at the Skate Park.
