To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 28th September 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by MP.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Viking Way – Signs and Parking

MS suggested that we could perhaps put car parking lines down along Viking Way, with bollards to make sure only cars park in the street, the bollards would make it impossible for large vehicles to park.  Also the companies in Viking Way pay Council Tax to SCDC and this may include road usage.  Therefore MS has contacted Roger Hall and asked him to find out if their Council Tax does cover road usage, if so then perhaps we could claim some of this money back for the road repairs.

We need to get the businesses on our side so perhaps we could arrange a meeting with the Unit owners/occupiers and let them know of the dilemma that the Parish Council faces and ask them if they have any ideas.  If they are willing to contribute a small sum each year for the road maintenance we could then set up a sinking fund, which will help towards the resurfacing.

MP felt that although he understands that we have already looked in to road narrowing, which would prove very costly, we could still put bollards in the road, at certain points, and this would have the same effect as road narrowing.

BB proposed that we obtain prices from a builder or roadwork engineer to see how much it would cost for bollards to be placed in strategic areas.  MS felt that this subject would need to have the agreement of all Parish Councillors and it was therefore agreed that this would be brought up at the next Parish Council meeting.

Once this has been agreed MP suggested that a follow-up letter should be sent to the Health Centre and the residents at Hanover Close to inform them of what we are trying to accomplish.

4. Planning Applications:-

a) Information Centre Site – Demolition and erection of new building

Plans have been received for the demolition and rebuild at the Information Centre Site.  These were briefly looked at and agreed by the Planning Committee.

b) 102 Pheasant Rise - Extension

Plans for a two-story and single extension has been received for the above property.  As there have been no objections from neighbours, the Planning Committee agreed the plans.
