Matters arising from previous minutes

Illegal Selling of cars

We have now received a letter back from our Solicitors saying that the Parish Council can enforce the law of illegal selling of cars in the village under Schedule 4 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982.  It was agreed that once the details have been received of illegal selling of cars these details would be sent to SCDC asking them to enforce this particular law.

It was also agreed that a piece would be put in the Bar Hill News and the website to inform residents of this decision.  It was also agreed that the sale of a resident’s car outside their house would not come under this act, as it was only a one-off.  The Parish Council is only concerned with people selling cars as a business.

· 14 Otter Close

A request has been received from the resident of 14 Otter Close, asking if she could use the perimeter road as an access for her vehicle as she is disabled and she can never get her vehicle near enough to her property from the front.  Also because of the size of the vehicle she cannot use her garage so it has to be parked on the street.

After a discussion, it was agreed that access could not be gained from the perimeter road due to the safety of pedestrians and people using the bus stop and footpath leading to the shelter.  However, a site visit would be made to ascertain whether something could be done at the front of her property. 

· Tree Work in Hollytrees

MP asked if there was any tree work being done in Hollytrees as there were a lot of tree clippings that has been dumped on the grass to the rear of 104 Hollytrees.  It was confirmed that the Parish Council were not doing any work and the Clerk will end a letter to the resident concerned and ask for the clippings to be removed.

· Hedging/Bushes
