2.
To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 26th October 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

14 Otter Close

MS site visited the area in question and sent an email to the Clerk with her suggestions.  This was read out at the meeting.  The perimeter road would not be a good idea for access to this property due to safety implications, not only for the driver of the vehicle but also for pedestrians, as this is very close to the Otter Gardens bus shelter and footpath.

There is an area that the Parish Council had relined last year for visitor parking and MP proposed that we line out one area specifically for disabled use and inform the owner of 14 Otter Gardens that her house number will be painted on this parking bay solely for her use.  The Clerk will write to the lady concerned and inform her of what we will be doing but ask that if she moves in the future she must inform us so we can have this parking space reverted back to normal parking.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

Viking Way

The Clerk informed the meeting that as yet she has had no further quotations for the potholes to be repaired in Viking Way.   BB suggested that we go ahead with the quotation from Peter Fernando, but before he starts the work to have a site meeting with him and ask for a warranty for the works involved, as the holes he repaired some months ago have already started to sink.

The Clerk informed the meeting that this was because the road was used immediately after the repairs so the tarmac had not quite dried.  It would be impossible for the road not to be used for 24 hours due to deliveries for the units along Viking Way.

MS suggested that a letter be written to all the business units in Viking Way explaining the situation to them.  MS also suggested that we write to SCDC and ask for a breakdown of the business rates to see what payments, if any, are made for the roads in Bar Hill.

Also a letter will be written to Andrew Noyes and ask him if the rent for these units includes an element for the road, although she suspects it does not.

All the above was seconded by MP.  All in favour.

4. Planning Applications:-

a) 98 Stonefield – Conservatory (also email from R Hall on this application)

Plans have been received for the erection of a conservatory.  The plans were looked at and agreed by the Planning Committee.

b) 3 Acorn Avenue – Conservatory

Plans have been received for the erection of a conservatory.  As there have been no objections from neighbours, the Planning Committee agreed the plans.

c) Oakington Barracks – Longstanton (continuation of use)

Documentation and plans have been received for continuation of use at Oakington Barracks and after reading through the documentation it was agreed that the Planning Committee would make no recommendations.

Any Other Business

a) SCDC – Invitation to Northstowe Briefing

There will be a briefing with regard to the Northstowe development on 19th December 2006.  MS asked if any Committee Member would like to attend to inform the Clerk.  Otherwise information was noted and filed.

b) County Council – Countryside Access Vision for Northstowe

Information has been noted and filed.

c) SCDC – Training Sessions for Code of Conduct

SCDC are holding training sessions for the Code of Conduct.  MS proposed that the Clerk attend this training course and this was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

d) Email from Adrian Peck – Field to the back of Bar Hill

An email has been received from Adrian Peck requesting access to his fields from Bar Hill.  He wishes to put a gate in the field, which would be located close to Thruffle Way.  MP would like to know why he needs the access from Bar Hill, as he already has access from Dry Drayton, which he has been using for many years.

Thruffle Way is a residential area and the residents in this street would not be happy to see farm vehicles coming along the road during the day.  It was therefore agreed that the Clerk would write to Adrian Peck and inform him that the Parish Council felt it would be inappropriate for him to have access to the fields via Thruffle Way, being a residential area and we feel that the Dry Drayton access is adequate for his usage.

e) Email from Roger Hall – Fencing erected at 14 Almond Grove

A resident has erected a two metre high fence to the rear of the property and in doing so has taken up a small piece of Parish Council Land.  This will be site visited by the Planning Committee and reported back at the next meeting.

f) Bike Racks

The Clerk has now received back some quotations for bike racks to be located on the school playing field to stop children using the library entrance as a bike store.

Although the cost for the bike rack was not in question, BB did ask for some quotations for the concrete base, as this will reflect on the funding for this project.  The Clerk would obtain prices for the concrete base and report back at the next Planning Meeting.

g) Graffiti

The bus shelter at Little Meadow has been re-graffitied and this will need to be painted off.  Also youths are using this particular shelter for parties, playing music, drinking and also lighting fires.  At times they have blocked the road, as they spill out from the shelter making it dangerous for drivers.  PC Misik needs to be informed and ask if increased patrols can be done in this area, especially at the weekend.
