Viking Way Repairs

The Clerk informed the meeting that she had heard from Noyes & Noyes, who had been in contact with Tesco Solicitors and they have confirmed that the road entrance and first left of Viking Way, leading to their delivery depot is the responsibility of Tesco.  The Clerk has already sent a letter to Tesco Estates Department to remind them of this fact and that the road needs their urgent attention.

Domino Site Visit

The Clerk produced the definitive map for this area and it was agreed that we should write to Bernard Timms, of Domino, and ask if he would meet with the Planning Committee on site on Thursday 25th January, where they will be able to look at the map and get a better overview of the area.

New Access to Viking Way from perimeter road

Due to the absence of BB, it was agreed that this would be put on the next Planning Committee agenda so a site visit can be made to look at the area in question.

14 Almond Grove

The Clerk has had a reply from SCDC with regard to their site visit of the above property and they have stated that planning permission, for change of use, is not needed in this case, but this was his personal opinion and is not a definitive decision.

The Planning Committee felt that this statement is inconsistent with their decisions made in the past over the moving of fences.  Many residents have put in plans for the moving of their fences and they have been turned down and this reply is sending out the wrong message to the village.

It was agreed that a letter be sent to Gareth Jones, Head of Planning, stating that we are dissatisfied with his reply and feel that the new fencing is indeed out of keeping with the other garden fences in thee area (alien to the street scene).  A copy of this letter will be sent to Bunty Waters and Roger Hall for their opinion.

a) Information Centre Site

b) Quotation for work on Farmhouse

A quotation has been received for major works to the Farmhouse of £953.98.  This is for new guttering to the building including new fascia.  Also rendering and the re-plastering of several walls that have blown because of the damp.  Also repairs to two taps and a new air vent for the games room.  The price was agreed in principle but it was felt that as there is more than one job on the quotation, it should be broken down to smaller quotations, to appease the auditors, or alternatively the Clerk should get further quotes.

c) New Lighting Columns at various locations

This was an email sent from Tony Hull of the County Council after a request from the Clerk for more street lighting in the area of Foxhollow and also the warden controlled bungalows at The Spinney.  They are unable to install any further lighting without funding from the Parish Council and MS proposed that we write to the warden of Hanover Housing and inform her of the costs involved and ask if the residents of the sheltered housing would like to contribute towards the cost as we have not budgeted for this sort of expenditure over the next financial year.  This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.
