MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

Tree Survey

The Clerk has already written to two companies, Eastern Landscapes and Acacia Tree Surgery to ask them to undertake a Tree Survey in the New Year.  The old maps will be used for updating purposes, so this exercise should not be as expensive as before.

Tree Planting

It was agreed that due to the amount of trees that have been felled over the past 5 years, we would undertake a tree-planting scheme over the next 12 months.  It was felt that this would be appropriate due to the villages 40th anniversary next year and the Clerk will put a piece in the Bar Hill News asking residents if they would like to sponsor a tree in this scheme.

The Clerk has already received a leaflet from the County Council indicating the suitable trees and hedges that should be used (we need to use trees and shrubs that are only native to this country).  Also site visits will need to be arranged to see where suitable areas are for trees to be planted.
