This will now be discussed at the Parish Council meeting next week as the Clerk was hoping for a reply from Bob Sadler with regard to the value of the land, but as yet this has not been received. 

SCDC – Reply to letter re 14 Almond Grove

A letter from SCDC, in reply to ours with regard to 14 Almond Grove and the erection of a new fence outside their boundary was read out to the meeting.  The Planning Committee still felt this was an unsatisfactory answer and it seems that SCDC will take each application on its own merit and no planning rules seem to apply.

Viking Way - Update

Tesco have now completed the work on the Viking Way road and the potholes have now been filled.

4. Planning Applications:-

a. Lolworth Service Station – Increase in height of Forecourt Canopy


Plans have been received to increase the height of the forecourt canopy.  The reason for the increase in height is that the current 4500mm height is not considered acceptable in a modern petrol filling station; therefore an agreed safety height needs to be in force.  The Planning Committee agreed to these plans on safety issues only.

b. Tesco Stores – Replacement of existing Recycling Units


Plans have been received to replace existing recycling bins with a new all in one structure.  On inspection of the plans the Planning Committee agreed the replacement, as the new recycling bins were a big improvement on the existing bins.

Any Other Business

· Letter from Country Council – Damaged wall at 93 Pheasant Rise

A letter has been received that a wall, attached to the garage block, has been part demolished/damaged and needs to be replaced.  The property in question is in the ownership of the County Council and they have asked the Parish Council to replace the wall.

A letter will be sent back to the County Council stating that garage block walls fall under the responsibility of the owner of the house and in this instance this is not the responsibility of the Parish Council but the County Council to replace or repair.

· Email from County Council – damaged wall at Stonefield

An email has been received from County Council about some fencing that has come down along the perimeter road close to Stonefield.  This fencing is the responsibility of the Parish Council and it was agreed that the Clerk would obtain quotations for the fencing to be repaired/replaced.  BB has seen this fencing and feels that only 5 panels needs to be replaced, but he mentioned that perhaps it would be best if concrete posts were put in place instead of the normal wooden posts, as these tend to blow down in high winds.

· Email re litter and parking problems in Trafalgar Way

An email has been received from the Archeological Department of the County Council, based in Trafalgar Way; about the litter and lorry problems they are experiencing.  The Clerk has written a long reply back to him informing him of the continual problems we face with this area and he has replied back that he will put the ball firmly back in court of the County Council and see if they can achieve what we have been unable to do.

· Tesco Car Wash

BB has received an email from Roger Hall stating that the Car Wash has until 16th March to vacate the location.  Once this date has passed we shall need to keep an eye on what happens.
