To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

Viking Way – Emergency Vehicles

An email has now been received from the Fire & Rescue Department indicating that the minimum width they would require for emergency vehicles in Viking Way would be from kerb to kerb 3.7 metres.  It was agreed that when this subject is brought up again we would require a width of 4 metres.

MS felt that cars should not be deterred from parking in Viking Way.  The Clerk will arrange for a company to attend a Planning Committee meeting to discuss the possibility of road narrowing.

Farmhouse – Hire of Building

· Lorry Issues

The Clerk had a meeting this morning with Matthew Pickering of Highways Division and Alan Choat and the following was reported.

There was a meeting this morning with the County Council (Matthew Pickering who works in the Highways Division) and Alan Choat, where we tried to find a solution to lorries missing their turning at Viking Way and also illegal parking in the village.

Matthew agreed, after driving round the village, there is a problem.  The Clerk brought up the suggestion of MP’s about gating and signing the start of the residential area along the perimeter road and Matthew thought this a good idea.  However, funds are short but the Clerk mentioned what was said at the last Parish Council Meeting about a possible contribution towards this sort of work and they would look on this favourably.

Brian Stinton is the man who agrees this type of work so a further meeting has been organised for Friday 20th April in the PC office at 9am and hopefully Brian will be attending.  Also it may be beneficial if MP, BB, BW and MS also attend on behalf of the Parish Council.

Matthew also felt that signing at the roundabout would be a possibility and this is the responsibility of Keith Sullivan and he will also be invited to this meeting.  If we wish to look at bollarding specific areas this could be done, this is the responsibility of Matthew so he will put a plan of action in place in time for the next meeting.

It was also felt that PC Misik should spend a small amount of his time ticketing some of the culprits who park illegally, especially at Trafalgar Way, as this would deter any future illegal parking as word would soon get round to other lorry drivers.  Perhaps a letter to PC Misik’s superiors may be worthwhile.

· Scout Hut 

MP reported his serious concerns on the current state of the Scout Hut.  Whilst walking close by some days ago, a large piece of roof felt came off in the wind and this could prove extremely dangerous and he would like to know if the Parish Council has any control over this building.

Although the Parish Council own half the land it stands on and the other half is owned by the Village Hall Management Committee, the building does not come under the Council’s jurisdiction.

Therefore MP proposed that we write to the Scout Group and inform them of our serious concerns about the safety of the building as roof felt has been blowing off.  The Parish Council would like to know what action they intend to take on making the building safe etc.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.
