To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 22nd March 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by MP.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Farmhouse – Visitor invited to meeting

Claire Fouracre and Carise (a youth worker) attended the meeting to discuss the possibility of using the Farmhouse for their young people as an alternative to Cottenham Village College.  Claire informed the meeting on what the use would be for, such as crafts, cookery, computer work and also the use of the village green for sprouting activities.

They are aware of the local Playschool and primary school located nearby a d there would be restricted outdoor use when the schools were out at lunchtime.  There would be one youth worker to every three youngsters and the Farmhouse would be used Monday to Friday between 11am and 2pm term time only.  The age group will be 11 to 16 year olds.

It was agreed that the Planning Committee had no objections in principle to the use of the building but it would be brought up at the next Parish Council Meeting for a decision to be made.  In the meantime Claire would contact the Playschool and Primary School to inform them of the impending new usage and to reassure them of any concerns they may have.

Also a price will need to be agreed for the hire of the Farmhouse (the Octagon charges £7 per hour) so this may well be a good price to charge.

Village Hall

This was discussed at length.  The Loan Agreement between Village Hall Management Committee and the Parish Council has now been put on file for the time being until we have further information on any arrangements the Management Committee can make without the help of the Parish Council.

Also our Solicitors are at present looking into the actual ownership of the Village Hall.  They are pursuing HM Land Registry as well as examining their own archived files on this subject.

Burger Van at Gladeside 

The letter from SCDC was read out and it seems they need to have further evidence of wrong doing before they will agree to have the tradesman moved on.  They have asked for the names and addresses of the witnesses so they can pursue this case further.

Skate Park

SJ reported that when she visited the Skate Park recently it was evident that drugs were being used in this area.  SJ requested that Llian Cole be advised of the situation and ask if patrols of this area could be stepped up.

Village Green

BB reported that young people are playing golf on the village green.  There is a danger that residents could be hurt when passing by or other children injured whilst playing on the green and it was agreed that a piece be put in the Bar Hill News to deter the young people from this activity.
