To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 12th April 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MP and seconded by GS.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Farmhouse – Use and hire of building

A letter has now been sent to our Solicitors requesting terms and conditions to be set out, not only for Cottenham Village College but also for the Farmhouse Youth Group that currently use the building.

Domino Site – Proposed car parking

Site drawings have now been received and the Planning Committee examined these.  Domino now feel that Option 2 (the option the Parish Council agreed to initially) would be the best plan to follow, as this would not encroach on to the hill to the rear of the bridleway and if used they would only gain a possible 5 parking spaces.

SS therefore proposed that we give permission for Option 2 to be used by Domino so that they can seek planning approval.  Once this has been approved we will revisit this subject to discuss a purchase price.  This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

4. Planning Applications:-

70 Field View – Extension

Plans for a two-story side extension has been received for the above property.  After looking at the documentation the Planning Committee agreed to the extension.

Tesco Stores – Car Valeting (change of use for 9 parking spaces)

Plans have once again been received for the Car Valeting servIce to be re-sited on the Tesco Car Park.  It was agreed that the Planning Committee would once again object on the same grounds as before.  This would cause a shortage of parking spaces, as Tesco customers are already using the surrounding streets to park their vehicles.  Also it would be too close to the residential area of Gladeside.  There would be definite noise pollution as we know this from experience and also there would be a visual impact on the area that would not be in keeping with the street scene.

Village Hall – Smoking Ban from 1st July

An email has been received form Roger Hall informing us that even though the building is Non Smoking, the new ban would also include areas surrounding a building within 3 metres and this would have an impact on the current smoking members of the Social Club.  It was agreed that the email would be sent to the Social Club and Village Hall for their information and discussion.

Parking of large vehicles

SJ reported to the meeting that for some time a large vehicle has been parking in The Fairway making it difficult to manoeuvre out of the street.  The bylaw for Bar Hill is that no large vehicles are parked overnight in the residential area so it was agreed that the Clerk would write to the resident concerned asking them to refrain from parking their large vehicle in the street.

Resignation of Playground Inspector

It was with regret that our current Playground Inspector has tendered his resignation due to ill health.  MS has already sent in a proposed advertisement to be put in the next edition of the Bar Hill News.  The Clerk will also put the advert on the notice board for residents to see.

SJ proposed that for a new Inspector the payment should be £12 per week and SS seconded this.  All in favour.  Before any application can be accepted they will need to be police checked and the Clerk will arrange this once an Inspector has been appointed.

MP suggested that his Son could possibly help us out for a month or so while we wait for a permanent Inspector and he took a copy of the advert to give to his Son.

Also it was agreed that our annual Playground Inspection should take place as soon as possible and the Clerk will arrange for the inspection to take place.
