The Clerk has now received correspondence from various residents requesting that we undertake a tree-planting scheme.  It was decided that we would have the tree survey done first and then we would revisit this subject with a view to planting some new trees in various locations.

Also the litter needs to be picked from the hedgerows around the store and opposite the roundabout at the petrol station.
