To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 24th May 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Circle Express – Illegal parking of HGV

A letter has now been received back following the Clerk’s letter of complaint about an HGV parked along the perimeter road close to Foxhollow.  On leaving the area he threw his rubbish out of the window on to the grass verge.  They were very apologetic and assured the Parish Council that the driver would be reprimanded.

Menzies Hotel – Crow Shooting on Golf Course

Although a letter has been received back from the Hotel stating that the man concerned was asked to shoot rabbits and they apologised for any inconvenience caused, the matter was referred to the Police.  PC Kevin Misik has now responded and said they have now applied for a firearms licence to enable them to shoot rabbits and crows on their land.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would write to the Firearms Licencing Department and object to the firearms licence being provided to the hotel as we feel this is dangerous for residents and golfers alike.

Play Inspector

At present we have had no response to our advert for a Play Inspector for the village.  It was therefore agreed that in the meantime Councillors would sire visit certain areas to ensure that no glass or litter is dropped and also the equipment is in good repair.

MS felt the Skate Park was too big a job for a Councillor to inspect so it was agreed that S Lawlor would be contracted to inspect the Skate Park on Tuesdays, after SCDC have collected the litter.

Planning Applications:-

116 Pheasant Rise - Extension

Plans have been received for a single and two story extension to the front of the house.  The plans were examined and agreed by the Planning Committee.

Domino Printing Services – Change of use of land to car parking

Plans have bow been received for the car parking extension to the Domino site, using Parish Council land to be purchased by them.  The plans were briefly looked at and taking into consideration that Domino have always been very environmentally friendly as far as the village is concerned and with the knowledge that the landscaping would be done sympathetically the plans were approved by the Planning Committee.

14 Stonefield – Extensions 

Plans have been received for a two-story side extension and single story rear extension to the above property.  These were inspected by the Planning Committee and approved subject to residents not objecting to the plans.

· Tesco Car Wash Facility

An email from Roger Hall was read out that he sent to the Planning Delegation, as he would be unable to attend the committee meeting to discuss this matter further.  In summary he has agreed with the Parish Council about the noise problem, visual impact and loss of car parking spaces in Tesco resulting in vehicles parking along the streets in the village.
· Post Office Signage

An email from John Reynolds was read out detailing the approval by the County Council to supply new and improved signage to the Post Office.

· Perimeter Road – Speeding Vehicles

An email has been received from Bunty Waters with regard to speeding vehicles along the perimeter road and small animals being killed.  BB also found a young dear, dead by the road on Wednesday.  It was agreed that a piece would be put in the Bar Hill News requesting residents not to speed along this road.  Also Kevin Misik will be asked to undertake speed checking on a regular basis due to animals being killed and the Parish Council are concerned that one day this could be a child.

· 52 Hollytrees – Possible purchase of land

A letter has been received requesting that if the Parish Council owns the concreted area behind the above property he would like to purchase this piece of land.  The Clerk is aware of this area and it is the access to the garage block for properties in Hollytrees and it belongs to the owners of the garages.  The Clerk will write and inform the resident.

The Sale of Cars on perimeter road

This practice has started once again around the perimeter road.  Councillors were asked that if they see cars being sold they should take down as much detail as possible, such as make of car, registration and telephone number.  This should then be passed to the Clerk for her to action.

Grassed Area outside Parish Council Office

The grassed area outside the Parish Council office is in need of cutting back but this piece of land belongs to Tesco.  BB suggested that we write to Tesco and ask if they do not wish to maintain it then we would be happy to take it over.
