18 The Spinney – Erecting of shed outside his boundary

It was agreed that a site visit would take place after today’s meeting.

Planning Applications:-

a. Tesco Stores – Amendments for Recycling and car parking

Plans have been received for amendments to the recycling centre at the Tesco car park.  The plans were looked at and it was agreed that the Parish Council would object on the grounds of their plans to remove the tress that at present act as a screen for the residents of Gladeside and Robin Close.  These trees were put in the original plans as a screen and they must not be removed.  Also the new building will be 3.65 metres in height and this would have an impact on the residents of Gladeside and Robin Close.

b. Greenside Ltd (Domino) – Amended plans for new building

As these are amended plans there are no grounds for comment.

c. Domino Printing Services – Renewal of permission for 6 containers
Renewal permission is being sought for the 6 containers currently on site.  This was approved by the Planning Committee.

69 Watermead

A site visit would take place after today’s meeting and the Planning Committee will resume after the inspection.

The meeting was then suspended at 2.20pm for the Planning Committee to make the relevant site visits.  The meeting then reconvened at 2.45pm with the following conclusions.

Little Meadow – Removal of Shed

As we have had no resident actually write in to complain about the garden shed, it was agreed that this matter would be “put on file” until such time complaints were forthcoming.  Until that time no further action would take place.

18 The Spinney – Erection of small shed

It was agreed that the resident concerned should have an area where he could put his wheely bins (a small shed would be of benefit).  BB would contact the resident in question and ask if he would put in writing that he wished to erect a small shed to house his wheely bins.  Once this has been done the Parish Council would give him the relevant permission, on a temporary basis.

69 Watermead – Parking problem on shared drive

After site visiting the area concerned the Planning Committee could not see a problem with the issue of parking.  It was felt that the gates had no impact on the driveway and if the two cars were parked properly then there would not be a problem.

If the resident in question felt there was still an issue then it would be for him to contact his Solicitor, for further advice.
