To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 11th October 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Farmhouse – Works to be carried out

We have now received three quotations for works that need to be carried out to the Farmhouse.  Quotation one for £915.21 is for the clearing out and replacement of the guttering and down pipes.  This work is considered to be urgent but as the quota is over £500 two further quotes will be required.

Quotation two for £1,449.67 is for the scraping, treating and repainting of the window guards.  Also to replace the windowsills of the downstairs windows as these have started to rot.  MS felt that if double-glazing were installed, there would be no need for the guards.  By installing toughened glass windows we could just have bars on the downstairs internal windows.  It was agreed that the Clerk would investigate the costs of having the building double-glazed.

Quotation three for £1,994.79 is for the external repainting of the whole building.  It was felt that this was not an urgent job and perhaps this subject could be revisited at a later date, once other works have been carried out.

Information Centre Site

The Clerk has now been in contact with the contractor concerned and he has agreed to meet with the Planning Committee on Thursday 8th November to try to move this project forward.

Planning Applications:-

a. 63 Little Meadow – Extensions 

Plans have been received for a two-story side extension and a single story front and rear extension to the above property.  Although extremely large the Planning Committee had no objections to the plans, as they did not overlook any other property. 

b. Chaps Ltd, 45 Viking Way – First floor extension (amendment)

Amended plans have been received for a first floor extension at the above location.  These were for information only and no comments were necessary.

c. Domino – Erection of headquarters (amendment)
Amended plans have been received for the erection of a new headquarters for Domino Printing Ltd.  These were for information only and no comments were necessary.

d. 59 Foxhollow – Erection of Bicycle Shed

Plans have been received for the erection of a bicycle shed.  On inspecting the plans it was noted that the shed was being erected outside their boundary wall and on a piece of land that is currently being maintained by the Parish Council.  A site visit then took place and it was found that there were several problems with the shed.  Therefore the Planning Committee objected on the grounds that it was outside their boundary wall (and they do have plenty of space within their property for the shed to be erected).  It is alien to the environment, as it would be built directly in front of two other properties.  Lastly it was felt that objections should be made on health & safety grounds as the building would impair the vision of drivers coming along the street.
