To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 25th October 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Visitor – Building Contractor

The proposed building contractor attended the Planning Committee Meeting to discuss ways forward with the Information Centre site.  MS explained the current situation to him and felt that there were three issues for the Council to consider

· Budget – to stay within budget

· Start date – this is a priority as we already have a tenant waiting to go in

· Length of time the build will take

The building contractor said that revised plans will need to be done and then will they be able to price the job accordingly.  It was explained that the plans have already gone to an architect for the amendments to be made and hopefully the building contractor would be able to work with the architect involved.  The building contractor felt that the changes that we have already indicated would bring the build price down considerably and once the plans had gone back to SCDC for amendments to be approved, including building regulations etc, they could possibly start in January and would, at a rough guess, take approximately 26 weeks to complete.

MS felt that we would need to go to full Parish Council next week for their decision.

Subsequently we need to consider the following:

· Revamping of the plans – 2 to 3 weeks.

· Plans passed by SCDC – 6 to 8 weeks

· Build could start in February.

It was agreed that once our Parish Council meeting had taken place, the Clerk would contact the building contractor to let him know of the Council’s decision.

The plans for the erection of a bike shed was discussed at length as the Clerk has received several visits and letters of objections to the shed being erected outside their boundary line.  It was agreed that the Clerk would email Roger Hall and ask if he could keep a look out for the plans at SCDC and let us know of the outcome.
