To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 8th November 2007 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Visitor – Julie Bristow – Farmhouse Youth Group

Julie attended today’s meeting and informed the Planning Committee that they have had further meetings with regard to the Bar Hill Massive (the new youth facility that is being planned for the village youth).  They are now pulling in funding within the charity account and this will enable them to apply for further funding, as it needs to be seen that the account is active for them to get further support.

The Farmhouse is at present open two nights a week (Wednesdays and Thursdays) and they have been very pleased with the refurbishment.  There will also be a further third evening for year 7 and for this session the Octagon will be used.  They now have a new Line Manager, Charlotte Metcalf, who is based at Swavesey Village College and she can be contacted at charlottemetcalf@cottenham.gov.uk.

The keys were then discussed.  Julie informed the meeting that she had concerns with regard to other users of the Farmhouse, as the premises are being left untidy for when Jayne arrives for the Wednesday sessions and last week she had to spent 45 minutes cleaning up before opening to the young people.  The Planning Committee felt this would be an ideal opportunity to inform Julie that the locks were in the process of being changed.  The Clerk will issue all main users with a key and these will need to be signed for in a register so she will know who exactly is using the Farmhouse.  Also a list of the key holders would be placed with the local Police for their information.  It has been agreed that certain procedures need to be followed when using the Farmhouse.  A draft user agreement has been sent to our Solicitors but this has not been competed as yet.  The Clerk will contact the Solicitors as soon as possible to chase.

A letter will be sent to the Colts with regard to their use of the Farmhouse.  They need to have formal permission to use the Farmhouse and we will stipulate about leaving the premises tidy after it had been used.
