Planning Applications:-

Next Group – Illuminates Signs

Amended plans have been received for an illuminated sign for the Next Store.  Although the Parish Council and SCDC had originally refused permission, after appealing to the Secretary of State, the appeal has been upheld therefore the signs will be allowed.

However, it was agreed that the Parish Council would write to the Secretary of State expressing our disappointment at this decision as this will now set a precedent for the other retail units in the area and this will inevitably have a visual impact for the residents in the vicinity.

Oakington Barracks – Longstanton  - use of land and buildings

Plans have been received, from the Home Office, to continue the use of Oakington Barracks as an Immigration Reception Centre.  As this is an initiative from the Home Office, the Planning Committee gave no recommendations.

Tesco Stores – Amended Plans for Recycling Area

Amended plans for the recycling centre have been submitted by Tesco Stores.  This was for information only so the Planning Committee was not able to comment.  However, having looked at the plans the Planning Committee noted that Tesco still plan to remove the small trees and shrubs that, at present, screen the area from Robin Close residents.  Therefore it was agreed that a letter would be sent to SCDC expressing our concerns, especially since the original plans for the redevelopment of the Tesco site was given because of the extra screening that would be supplied and if the trees and shrubs are removed this would be contravening their original planning application.

Land west of Longstanton – bypass and related road works

Plans have now been received for varying the original planning application No. S/0682/95/0 from 500 dwellings to allow construction of 546 dwellings.  The Planning Committee feels that because the Northstowe development is inevitable they would give no recommendations.

Plans have been received for a conservatory at the above address.  The Planning Committee looked at the plans and had no objections.
