To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 10th January 2008 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by JY.  All in favour.

Planning Applications:-

Gallagher – Longstanton – Development of 9,500 Dwellings - Plans have been received for a new town with residential development, approximately 9,500 dwellings, to include employment development, community uses and non-residential institutions, research institutes, retail, showrooms, financial/professional services, restaurants, snack bars and cafes, drinking establishments, hot food takeaways, hotel/guest houses, entertainment and leisure, assembly (including a place of worship and conference facilities), education, health, library, cultural facilities, open spaces, public transport routes, footpaths/cycleways, landscaping, cemetery/burial ground, allotments,  household waste recycling facilities and all related infrastructure.

After a lengthy discussion was it decided to object to this planning application on the grounds of the impact that 9,500 dwellings would have on Bar Hill, as there seems to be no Superstore within the new development.  This would have an adverse affect on the roads in to Bar Hill with all the residents using the Tesco site here.  Also the car park at the Tesco site is already full to capacity and vehicles are, even now using the surrounding streets to park their cars while shopping.  The Parish Council therefore strongly urges Gallaghers to reconsider the creation of a superstore in the new town development.

Also there is no mention of traveller’s sites and the Parish Council would like to have further notification of where these sites will be located.

Gallagher – Longstanton – Highway link and drainage at Hattons Road – Highway link between the proposed new town of Northstowe and Hattons Road, improvements to Hattons Road and associated drainage and landscaping.

After discussion it was decided to approve this application on the grounds that this would improve the road usage for Bar Hill and also would keep many HGV’s away from the village.

Gallagher – Longstanton – Highway link to Dry Drayton - Highway link between the proposed new town of Northstowe and Dry Drayton, improvements to Dry Drayton Road and associated drainage and landscaping.

After discussion as with the above item, it was agreed to approve this application.

Gallagher – Longstanton – A14 improvements at Bar Hill – Improvements to the A14 Corridor between A14/Hattons Road (Bar Hill) Junction and A14/Dry Drayton Road junction that can be delivered by English Partnerships/Gallagher in advance if the Highways Agency proposals for the A14.

After discussion it was decided to approve this application on the grounds that this would improve the road usage for Bar Hill and also would keep many HGV’s away from the village.

5 Little Meadow – Request to move fence out on perimeter road

Request for pathway to Village Hall to have dropped kerb (disabled access)

A request has come in for a dropped kerb to be installed along the car park of the Village Hall.  This could be incorporated along the existing footpath leading to the Playgroup.  This would then help with pushchairs and wheelchairs.  MS proposed that the Clerk contact the County Council and ask for this work to be done as soon as possible.  This was seconded by JY.  All in favour.

Farmhouse usage

Once the locks have been changed he will be informed so a key can be given to him and a register will be signed.
