Planning Applications:-

24 Oatlands Avenue – Garage

Plans have been received for the erection of a new garage at the above address.  Although the Planning Committee had no objections, the plans would be held for a further week in case residents in the surrounding properties objected.

Cambridge Fluid Systems (8 Viking Way) – New signs

Plans for signs (already erected) have received for the above company in Viking Way.  The Planning Committee had no objections to these signs.

Tesco Stores Ltd – Amended plans for Recycling Centre

Due to the implications of these plans it was agreed that they would be discussed further at the next Parish Council Meeting.  In the meantime the Clerk would contact the architects concerned and ask for them to explain the reason why the amendments do not include the original objection of landscaping (these seem to have been conveniently left out of the amended plans).

5 The Fairway - Erection of new dwelling

Plans have been received for the erection of a new three bedroom dwelling on land that belongs to 5 Fairway.  Although the Planning Committee had no objections to these plans they were concerned about the removal of some trees on this land.  The Clerk would contact SCDC to ask about any possible preservation orders on these trees.  Also the plans will be held for a further week to give residents a chance to see the plans.

Email from Hardwick – Contaminated water in Bar Hill Stream

An email has been received from a resident in Hardwick with regard to contaminated water coming from Hardwick and running through Bar Hill.  The resident has already written to Anglian Water and the Environment Agency and it was agreed that we would also write to support his claim.  It was also agreed that this matter would be passed to the Environment Committee for their comments and possible action.

Lease Agreement – (SPARC building)

Due to the lack of response from SPARC with regard to our invoice it was agreed that the Clerk would write to our Solicitors (Ginn & Co) and inform them of the situation and ask if they would write a letter to SPARC to retrieve the money still owing.

Email from B Bright – HGV’s turning at Oatlands Avenue

The email from the above resident was read out to the Planning Committee.  As this problem is ongoing with the relevant authorities it was agreed that the Clerk would write back to Mr Bright and inform him that, with regard to the signage, this is in the hands of the County Council (the Clerk will also write to the County Council and ask what progress has been made).  Also that we would be happy if he and other residents took photo’s and registration numbers (as evidence) and these can be processed by the Clerk or passed to the County Council for them to pursue.
