To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

24 Oatlands Avenue – Garage

The plans were kept for a further week and several residents have now inspected the plans and objected on the grounds of impaired visibility when leaving their own property.  The Planning Committee therefore objected to the plans in favour of the residents.

Phil Briton felt that good communication between the two organisations was essential.  BB asked that when the Clerk next speaks with Phil Briton if she could ask for the delivery sign at Viking Way to be made larger and this should be treated as a priority.

STOP Stansted Expansion – Would like to visit Parish Council

A letter has been received requesting that they send a representative to attend a future Parish Council Meeting to discuss the proposed extra runway at Stansted Airport.  This was briefly discussed and was decided that a visit would not be appropriate use of our meeting time, as this issue did not affect Bar Hill directly.

MWP Services – quotation for removal of fencing and clearance of area

A quotation has been received for work to the rear of 38 to 40 Stonefield for extensive clear up work to include the demolition of old fencing and reinstatement of the footpath to the rear of these properties.  As the quotation was for £738 it was agreed that two further quotations would be needed before a decision could be made.

Memorial Garden (Sylvia Newman drawings)

We now have one quotation in and two possible designs.  This subject was then discussed at length.  It was agreed that we would write back to Sylvia Newman and ask for a price for her design and this will be brought up at our next Planning Committee meeting.

SCDC – Local Development Framework

A letter has been received from SCDC with regard to the Local Development Framework and the adoption of Cambridge southern fringe and Cambridge East Area Action Plans.  This document was noted and filed.

Pheasant Rise home (on perimeter road) – problem with path and wall

An email has been received from a resident that lives along the perimeter road with two problems.  The first being that since the footpath was created some years ago they have had people standing on the path and looking in on their garden.  It was agreed that this would be a police matter and they should inform the police of this problem.

The second problem is with the rear wall to their property.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would write back and inform the resident that we would be asking an experienced contractor to inspect the brick wall to see what work, if any, is needed.  The Clerk would also inform them that it is Council policy that if a replacement wall is necessary then we would replace with fencing and not brick.  However the Parish Council would replace with brick if they wish to pay the difference.

Oatlands Avenue – Ball games on green

Residents had been to see the Clerk today with regard to children playing ball games on the green close to their property.  They had asked if a sign could be erected stating no ball games but the Planning Committee agreed that the green areas were put there for children to play on and as this is amenity land the Parish Council could do nothing further.

Viking Way

MP reported that he has had several complaints from residents that the potholes in Viking Way are getting worse and need to be dealt with as a matter of urgency.  MS therefore proposed that we obtain quotations for the repair of the road in Viking Way and this was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

HGV’s

JDol once again reported that 3 large lorries have been using Gladeside as a parking area with a further 40-foot lorry parking on the grass verges.
