To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

44 Oatlands Avenue – Play Areas

Since the Clerk had written to the residents who were concerned about children kicking balls on their fencing and a reply had been received.  The Parish Council were in fact looking at the wrong green area and as the resident had pointed out the green area concerned is to the front of the property.   The Clerk will write back and inform the residents that the Parish Council did not want to seem dismissive to their grievance and having looked at the area in question it was agreed that a sign would be erected on the fence close to the garage area indicating that balls games should not be played in the area.

Planning Applications:-

150 Pheasant Rise – Amendments to proposed extensions + annexe

Amended plans have been received for the ground floor of this proposed extension and having looked at the plans the Planning Committee had no objections.

8 Viking Way – Change of Use (retrospective)

Retrospective planning has been applied for at the above industrial location for change of use.  The Planning Committee had no objections.

75 Hollytrees – Erection of fencing (retrospective)

Retrospective planning application has been received for the erection of a fence to the front of the above property.  This was discussed at length, as there seems to have been a dispute with the residents over the fencing.  It was agreed that the Planning Committee would write back to SCDC and inform them that the Parish Council are not in favour of fencing being erected to the front of any properties in the village, as the deeds do say that this village is “open-plan”, we feel we cannot approve or object.  Therefore we will leave the decision to SCDC and give no comment.

Tesco Stores – Amendments to Recycling Centre


Amended plans to the Recycling Centre at Tesco Store has been received showing less car parking spaces would be put in therefore keeping much of the existing landscaping.  It was agreed that the Planning Committee would approve these plans on the proviso that once the Recycling Centre is up and running and if the area does have an impact on the residents of Robin Close, hedging would be erected along the grassed area on the opposite side of the road and perhaps Tesco would be good enough to contribute towards this work.

It was agreed to give permission for this event on the proviso that the responsibility will be with the Scout Group if any damage is caused to the Village Green.  Also the Clerk will advise them to contact the Village Hall Management Committee to inform them of their intentions as this may cause some disruption in the car park of the Village Hall.  Also it may be beneficial if they contact the Cricket Club to make sure these dates do not coincide with any possible cricket matches.
