Car Valeting in Tesco

Apparently it has now changed hands and the new owners were not aware of the conditions placed in the planning permission.  They were very apologetic and agreed to abide by the timings allowed in the planning permission and will also have a sign made to indicate the opening times for users.

Letter from resident about Tesco Car Park

A letter was read out to the meeting from a concerned resident on the lack of screening from the car park for residents of Robin Close.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write back and assure the resident that the Parish Council are behind her concerns 100% and that we are doing all that we can to keep the vegetation in place.

Consultation on Draft Homelessness Strategy 2008-2013

This lengthy document was too long to read at the meeting so MS agreed to read the report and then report back with a summary of the report.

Flood Risk Area – Bar Hill

The Clerk has received three queries in the last couple of weeks from residents who have had their insurance policies turned down because it was stated that they live in a flood risk area.  The Clerk went to the website of the Environment Agency and found quite a lot of information on the subject.

It did mention that although Bar Hill is a flood risk area, they are now classing most areas as such and there is a possibility of 1 in a 1000 for Bar Hill becoming affected by flooding, which is the normal percentage of any area in the country.

The Clerk will keep this information on file in case further residents come to see her with the same problem.

Playground Inspections

The Clerk has requested our annual play inspection to take place over the next couple of weeks.  As soon as this has been done she will bring the report to the Planning Committee Meeting.
Skate Park

The annual budget for the Skate Park was discussed briefly, as it seems that there is always work to be done on the ramps.  The materials needed for replacements and repairs are very expensive and MWP Services is looking at cheaper ways of repairing the ramps. However, the Clerk mentioned a conversation she had with MWP Services who thought it might be cheaper in the long term if we could afford to replace the existing ramps with metal-framed ramps, as these have now become very popular and the price is a great cheaper than before.
It was agreed that the Clerk would obtain prices for metal frame ramps with a view to replacing a ramp either every year or every other year.
