To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 11th April 2008 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by SS.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

New Dwelling – 17 Otter Close
At our last meeting it was agreed that we would wait to see if any residents objected to the plans and if so we would uphold their objections.  We have now had two objections in from nearby residents so we will now object to the new dwelling.  Also the Clerk will attach a copy of the planning refusal by SCDC from 1989 when the owner of the land applied for planning for a new dwelling and this was rejected on the ground of being too close to the sub-station and also the loss of privacy for nearby neighbours.

Planning Applications:-

Tesco Stores Ltd – New cage for hard standing area
Plans for a new cage for a hard standing area extension and canopy for 7 van spaces to be used for their home delivery service has been received.  This is in the confines of their own development so the Planning Committee approved the plans.

Tesco Stores Ltd – Amended plans for provision of additional car parking spaces 

Amended plans for the removal of the original plan for the recycling centre and the inclusion of additional car parking spaces has been received.  The Planning Committee have no objections to the car parking additions but we must insist that the current vegetation is kept in place, as these seem to have been removed on the plans.

6. Any Other Business

24 Otter Close – Footpath Area close to garage block
The resident at the above address has asked for the footpath area to be looked at that runs to the front and side of his property as it is badly cracked and also a manhole cover is sticking up where the path and has fallen away from the sides.  SS has already been to site visit the area and informed the Planning Committee that the footpath is not Parish Council but leads to the garages and is the responsibility of the people who own the garages.

Also the manhole cover is sticking up too far but this is because many of the residents have been parking on this piece of grass and the weight of the cars has made the area dip.  The Clerk will contact the party responsible for the manhole cover and ask if this can be raised.

Purchase of land in residential area
A further letter has been received from a resident wishing to purchase a small piece of land to the side of his property to enable him to install a downstairs cloakroom.  This subject was discussed at length and it was established that the piece of land in question is the Parish Council access to the hedging that runs alongside this property.  This hedge is also classes an ancient hedgerow that was in place before the village was built and must be maintained by the Parish Council.

It was agreed that the policy for the purchase of land in the village will be reviewed at the June Parish Council Meeting and we will look at this matter in detail.

It was suggested that they have a chair lift installed to make it easier for them to access the upstairs and also would be a lot cheaper.

Tesco Stores – Valeting Service
The Clerk has had a resident form Robin Close in the office to complain that the Car Valeting Service is operating outside their time allowance.  On Sundays they should not open before 10am but for the last two weekends they have been washing cars at 9.30 am and the noise of the machinery has disturbed the residents.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write to SCDC and inform them that the Car Valeting Service is in breach of their planning conditions and ask if an Enforcement Officer can visit the site.

Viking Way Road
BB reported that the hole in the road, close the Health Centre has now become dangerously large.  The Clerk has already asked for a quotation for this hole and others close by to be filled in.  She will report back as soon as quotations have been received.

Tesco Parking – general
SJ reported that she has noticed that on several occasions when she has been looking for a disabled parking space close to the store that the spaces have been taken up by Tesco staff.  Could BB inform Moira at Tesco that this is happening.
