To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

Information Centre - Update

A memo was read out to the Planning Committee from the Clerk updating them on the Information Centre site.  Work will finally start on Monday 16th June, starting with the demolition.  The Clerk will keep the Parish Council informed as the work progresses.
Play Inspection Report

The Inspection Report was briefly discussed but was decided that SJ would take a copy of the report home and look at it in detail and will report back to the next Planning Meeting.

Netball Courts – Almond Grove/Acorn Avenue

A quotation has been received for the removal of the tarmac at this site.  This is in respect of the Parish Council wishing to tidy up and possibly regressing the area in question once the tarmac has been removed.  The quotation was for £900.  This quotation was rejected and was decided that in view of the fact the tarmac is very worn in places, it may be worth our while, in the short term, to have the area weeded and generally tidied up.

An email had been received from Roger Hall and this was discussed briefly.  It was decided that in response to the Roger’s suggestion that photographs be taken of the area detailing the problems with parking, J Doland volunteered to take some photographs at different times of the day for evidence, which may go some way in determining the final decision of SCDC.

Tesco Stores – Erection of glazed lobby at front of store

Plans have been received for the erection of a glazed lobby to the front of the store to eliminate customers getting wet in the rain.  The plans were looked at and approved by the Panning Committee.

Any Other Business

Various emails on Residents Association usage of Village Hall during Fete

This subject was briefly discussed, as Iain Martin of the Village Hall Management Committee was concerned that there would be no control on the amount of people entering the building and they did have strict health & safety regulations to adhere to.  It has been agreed that the Fete Committee will be employing people to stay on the door to keep the numbers down to under 200.  There is hopefully going to be a large tent for the overspill and hopefully if the weather is warm enough most people will be outside.

Letter from resident on permission for car parking spaces at Tesco

A letter from a resident in Robin Close was read out and she is concerned that Tesco will do little or nothing in respect of the conditions attached to their planning permission for extra parking spaces.  It had already been agreed that the Parish Council would monitor the situation to ensure that sufficient vegetation is planted around the recycling centre.

Letter from School – school visit to woodland and nature reserve

A letter received from the Primary School was read out.  They are planning a nature trip around the village to the Nature Reserve and Woodland area.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write back and wish them an enjoyable day and to also ensure that their insurance cover includes accidents outside the school premises.

SCDC – Proposals for a review on boundaries

The documentation was looked at briefly and it was agreed that the Planning Committee had no objections to the new boundaries.

SCDC – South Cambridgeshire Housing Futures

This information was noted and filed

Farmhouse – urgent roof repairs

The Clerk had received emails and phone calls on Monday to say that the roof at the Farmhouse (the small flat roof above the toilets) had been leaking badly and last week there were large puddles in the lobby.

Mike Watson was asked to inspect the premises and he informed the Clerk that the lead had been stolen off the roof, probably some time ago, and it had taken a few weeks for the water to seep through, but as he is not a specialist he feels unable to help with this problem.

As it is an emergency job the Clerk asked her husband (as he is a felt roofer by trade) to visit the premises and he has confirmed that the lead has been taken and he could do a repair for about £90, although he could totally re-roof the felt area for approximately £200-£250 and this can be done over the weekend, if acceptable (he would not use lead but instead use an alternative as this would stop any future theft).

GS proposed as this is an emergency job and we cannot wait to receive other quotations from other Roofing Companies, we should accept his offer and ask Mr G Baffa to re-felt the roof.  This was seconded by JDol.  All in favour (although BB abstained due to declaration of interest).  Motion carried.

 Viking Way Road

The potholes in Viking Way were once again discussed.  BB had taken Moira from Tesco to show her the bad condition of the road outside Bar Hill Motors and she will chase the contractors involved to get the work done quickly.

Little Meadow

The subject of Little Meadow and the shed was discussed again and it was agreed that the Clerk would try to find out further information either from SCDC or HM Land Registry on the ownership of this land.
