To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes

Information Centre - Update

We have now received our first invoice from Andy Knott Construction for works so far.  Our Project Manager has gone through the invoice and has agreed that this should be paid.  Also we now have a completion date for 8th December 2008.

A letter has also been received from our Solicitor with regard to the lease for the Information Centre Site.  There are a few outstanding issues and MS felt this should go to full Parish Council for further discussion.  The Clerk will bring the information to the next Parish Council Meeting and inform our Solicitors of our decision.

Memorial Garden

A very fruitful meeting took place last Thursday with the various representatives who wish to see this project go forward.  The minutes of this meeting will be given out at the next Parish Council Meeting for further discussion.  However, with regard to the funding of this project, SJ proposed that the Parish Council allocate up to £3k and the Church would find a further £3k making the total project funding £6k, although Ruth Adams said that fundraising would also be a good idea.

Parking in Field View

BB has site visited the area and spoke with the resident concerned about the parking issues facing this area.  The Clerk has also written to them confirming the situation as far as the Parish Council is concerned.

Scout Group Banner

BB was disappointed to see that as of Wednesday of this week the banner from the Scout Group was still in place at the entrance to the village, despite letters that have been written to them requesting its removal.

MS suggested that we put a small sign on this fencing requesting that if people wish to advertise on the fencing then they must seek the permission of Bar Hill Parish Council.  It was also suggested that the Scout Hut be brought up at the next Parish Council meeting for a decision to be made that we contact Environmental Health and ask them to site visit the Scout Hut and tell them of our concerns about the current state of the building.

This letter will be copied to the resident in question with an explanatory note attached.

Tesco Stores

BB has received several complaints from residents that on Friday 4th July Tesco was selling their sale stock on racks outside the shop entrance and this had proved difficult for people wishing to access the ATM machines.  It was generally felt that BB should have a word with Moira, as it was agreed this was probably a one-off occasion and would not occur again, although where they were selling the goods was on their land and the Parish Council had no power to stop this type of activity.
