To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 10th July 2008 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Scout Hut

Since we had the Scout Group Leader attend our Parish Council meeting last week, this was just briefly discussed.  MP has spoken with Paul Stimpson of the Cricket Club and he is adamant that no junior cricket members have broken any windows.  However, young people from the village do use the cricket base from time to time and it is possibly them that break the windows.

It was also confirmed that the Scout Group has not yet contacted the Village Hall Management Committee but they will give them a further month to contact them before writing again.

Farmhouse

The Heads of Terms have now been received and it was agreed that MS would take the document away to look at before commenting further.

Village Hall

The Clerk has been in contact with the County Council with regard to dropping the kerbing around the car park of the Village Hall.  They have agreed that this falls within their jurisdiction and Matt Pickering is meeting with Iain Martin this afternoon to discuss the possibility of the kerbs being dropped in the near future.

The Fox Public House – New Signage

Plans have been received for new signage at the Fox Public House.  Many of the signs are actually within their boundary and only two are out of their boundary line.  The Planning Committee had no objections to the new signs.

Plans have been received for the moving and erection of new fencing at the above property.  The Clerk has had several residents visit the office to look at the plans and they had no objections.  Therefore the Planning Committee agreed to the plans.

Any Other Business

Structural Report of 14 Thruffle Way – Mrs Letford

A copy of a structural report has been received on behalf of 14 Thruffle Way (the original having been sent to SCDC).  It was agreed that as a Parish Council we have done our best for this resident and a full stop should finally be put on this matter.

MP proposed that we now write to the resident acknowledging that the report has been received and that this is a matter for SCDC and the Parish Council should not be contacted again about this matter. This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

Bar Hill Cricket Club – request to change site structure

A letter has been received from the Cricket Club and this was read out to the Committee.  Although this subject was brought up with the Village Hall Management Committee, MP thought this was a Parish Council issue.  MS felt this should be taken to our next Parish Council meeting in September for a decision to be made.

In the meantime the Clerk will write to the Cricket Club and ask if they could send us a more detailed plan of what they would like to do with the concrete base and to inform them that, in principle, we have no objections and we would look very favourably on the plans if the bases were moved to an area where window damage would be kept to a minimum.

HGV problems – 1 Stonefield

An email was read out from a resident who feels that HGV’s are abusing the road by using their entrance as a turning point.  The Committee pointed out that as the roads are part of the public highway there is nothing the Council could do as all vehicles are entitled to use any road as a turning point.  The Clerk will inform the resident of the Council’s views and to give the telephone number of our local PCSO if he feels the problem is continuing.

SCDC – Reorganisation of Development Control Teams

The contents of the document were briefly looked at and it was agreed that it would be noted and filed.

New Playground Equipment

MP asked if there was a possibility of having a new piece of playground equipment installed along the spine path near Foxhollow/Hollytrees, where there already exists a small climbing frame for the toddlers, as he has been approached by a few mums who feel this area is very safe for their toddlers to play.  It was agreed that MP should ask the mums concerned if they would like to put this in writing to the Parish Council and although it cannot be done this financial year, as budgets have already been set, we could look at this for next financial year.

There being no further business the meeting closed at 2.35pm.  The Next Planning Committee Meeting will take place on Thursday 11th September 2008 at 1.30pm in the Parish Council Office due to the Parish Council being in recess during the month of August.
