2.0 Possible Solution to HGV problems in the residential area of Bar Hill
A site meeting was held to walk along the area of Gladeside and Robin Close to discuss the possible solutions to the problems we are currently facing with HGV’s using the village as a car park.

A meeting had already taken place with Richard Preston, who indicated that double yellow lines could be put down along this area to stop large vehicles from parking.  Although enforceable only by the Police, it would be a deterrent.  There is a long lay-by along the Gladeside Road and it was thought that a sign could be placed here to indicate that this was only for usage by vehicles using the school, library or post office.  The sign would need to be placed off the pavement, taking it on to Tesco land, so Tesco would need to give their permission for the sign to be erected.

The gated area at Acorn Avenue and Viking Way was also briefly discussed.  This was still an option that was open to the Parish Council and MS agreed to have this discussed fully at the next Parish Council meeting and once a decision was made she would inform David Lines on whether we wish to go ahead with this project.  David will also include a few suggestions about Viking Way.

Also parking outside the school gates was discussed and it was felt that double yellow lines in this area would not be beneficial.  However, Graham Lowe thought that the school could look at ways of making this area safer for the children to walk.  There is currently a Walk To School Scheme (Safer Schools Initiative) and it may be possible for the school to obtain funding through this scheme.  Graham felt that the main school gate that leads directly on to the road should be closed off to the children when arriving and leaving school and other alternative entrances should be made.  Jo Montgomery was happy to take this on board and will contact the relevant department in due course.

There being no further business to discuss the meeting closed at 11.00am.
