To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 9th October 2008 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

SPARC Building

Now that the lease agreement has been signed by all parties SJ proposed that we write to them asking when we can expect the remainder of the rent that is still owed to the Parish Council.  Also this item will be kept as an agenda item until payment has been made.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

Sale of cars in village

This subject was discussed at length due to the continuous sale of cars around the Skate Park area.  MS has already been in contact with SCDC and they have informed her that this is a grey area as far as getting the vehicles moved off the land.  The County Council owns the land in question and it was felt that we should inform them of the situation as they may wish to pursue the matter further.

Planning Applications:-

Tesco Stores – Erection of two 10.6m high Micro Wind Turbines

Plans have been received for two micro wind turbines, one to be placed on the roundabout close to the petrol station and the second to be placed within the car park area.  The plans were discussed at length and it was generally felt that because of the environmental issues involved, these plans would be passed whether or not we agreed.

However, MS felt that we could put our concerns across about the noise and visual impact to residents in Gladeside and Robin Close and indeed the residents of the Fox Public House.  We might even suggest that Tesco investigate other areas on their site to place these wind turbines that could be away from the residential area of the village.

Due to the implications of these plans MS proposed that they be brought up at the full Parish Council meeting next week for the whole Council to discuss further.  It was also agreed that the Clerk would summarise the report to hand out to Councillors next week.

MP then proposed that the Planning Committee recommend that we approve in principle and we don’t object to the idea of wind turbines but we would like Tesco to reconsider the siting of the turbines due to the noise and visual impact of the residential area and Fox Public House.  This was seconded by MS.  For = 7.  Against = 1 (BB).  Motion carried.

County Council – Road repairs in Hillcrest

A reply letter has now been received back from the County Council where they informed us that they have no funding at present to do any extra road repairs in the village and also felt the road was not that bad.  However, they will monitor the road at Hillcrest and may be in a position to have repairs done next financial year. 

Ginn & Co – Viking Way Road

A reply letter has now been received confirming that as a private road we are able to put up signs as and where necessary to keep down the HGV problem.  MS suggested that this be brought up at the Budget Meeting this evening to discuss funding for future road maintenance.

Possible tenant for Information Centre site (if all else fails)

An enquiry has been received about a possible new tenant for the office building at the Information Centre site.  It was agreed that we write back and inform them that although we already have a prospective tenant in place, we would still be interested in gaining further information from them.  Also to inform them of the annual income we would be expecting.

Fencing on Parish Council Land

BB informed the meeting that after receiving a complaint from a resident that old fencing had been left on Parish Council land in Little Meadow, he has inspected the site and this is still in place.  The Clerk will write to the address concerned and ask them to remove the fencing as soon as possible.

Safety Issues

In a safety matter BB informed the meeting that there is a blue cable sticking out of the ground close to the main roundabout by the Bar Hill village sign.  The Clerk confirmed that this land belongs to County Council and she will write to inform them of the problem.
