To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 11th December 2008 were read and approved.  Proposed by BB and seconded by JDol.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Road Improvement Measures in Bar Hill

Finally the plans have been received for the road surfacing patches and wall features for the residential area.  These plans were looked at and discussed at length.  SJ proposed that we ask for the walls to be replaced with wooden gated features as these were more environmentally friendly but there was no seconder for this proposal.  MP then proposed the plans for the road surfacing patches and wall feature at Acorn Avenue and Viking Way be approved but with the condition that we are able to plant shrubs along the bottom of the brick walls and this was seconded by BB.  For = 4.  Abstained = 1 (SJ).  Therefore motion carried.

The Clerk will make contact with the County Council to give them our approval and to also obtain the cost of these works and to ask how long before the work would take place.

The plans for the signage and yellow lines at Gladeside were also looked at.  JDol recommended that the existing sign of No Overnight Parking should be replaced with No Parking At Anytime.  This would stop any confusion that exists at present. MS felt that the plans were very complicated because of the amount of signs that the County Council propose to erect along the roadside.  MS therefore proposed that we write back to the County Council and inform them that we felt this was too complicated and could we just have signs indicating that there is no parking at any time for HGV’s.  This would be more effective and also cheaper.  Seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

The Willows – Proposed New Tenant

The Planning Committee inspected the accounts and these were discussed at length.  Also the tax implications from the rental of The Willows was also discussed as this will affect the amount of money the Parish Council could earn after tax has been deducted.  The Clerk has contacted the Inland Revenue but is still waiting for a reply.

Any Other Business

South Cambridgeshire Community Chest

Funding has become available for various projects in villages in south Cambridgeshire and MS will take the document home to read and will report back at the next meeting as to whether the Parish Council could put in a bid for some of this funding.

Email from Claire Thorby with regard to lighting outside SPARC Building

An email has been received from Claire Thorby and this was read out with regard to the lack of lighting along the path by the SPARC and Farmhouse buildings.  It was agreed that the Clerk would inform her that we have, on several occasions, spoken with the County Council, who always inform us that there is no extra funding for new light columns.  However, the Clerk will write again informing the County Council that it is dangerous in that area at night.

Also the Clerk will contact the SPARC building and ask for them to install a light on the outside of their building as we have done with the Farmhouse, and this has proved very successful.  Also the Clerk will ask Claire if she has spoken with the Primary School about the “Safer Schools Initiative” as this may well go some way towards having lights put in.

Code of Conduct – Communities in control

Another consultation document about the Code of Conduct has been received and MS agreed to once again take the document home to summarise and will bring this up at our next meeting for discussion.

Memorial Garden

This was briefly discussed, as some of the Planning Committee was unaware of what has happened so far.  The Clerk explained that she has had a couple of meetings with Rev. Ruth Adams who is putting together a working party and they are hoping to get most of the work done on a voluntary basis and they would also like to include the young people in the village to help with the creation of the Memorial Garden.  The Clerk has been given the job of obtaining quotations for the ground works as this must be done professionally and due to her current workload this has not been done as yet, but she will make sure this happens in the next few weeks.
