To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 26th February 2009 were read and approved.  Proposed by BG and seconded by MP.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Site Visit to Skate Park entrance

The Planning Committee met at the entrance to the Skate Park to look at ways of improving the area and also to deter the sale of cars and other goods. Whilst there Chris Bradley of SCDC arrived and informed the Planning Committee that although the land belonged to the County Council it was within our power to keep the area in a good state of repair.

It was suggested that we contact Anglian Water with the view of them erecting a gate at the entrance to their sub-station and we would also look at collapsible bollards to be paced along the grass verge.  The County Council should be able to point us in the right direction for these bollards.

MP suggested that once this area has cultivated and grassed we should look at putting in some hedging or small trees along the fence line.  The Clerk will contact Roz Richardson of SCDC with regards to their tree and hedge planting scheme as this could be done free of charge under this scheme.

With regard to the grass verge opposite the flyover bus stop, this is the responsibility of the Highways Division of the County Council and we should contact them about the churning up of the verges.  Also whilst writing ask them if they could something about the large ruts that have appeared close to Trafalgar Way.  They have already put in bollards but HGV’s just park further along the road and this has now been churned up.

Traffic from A14 to Tesco

A letter was sent to the Highways Agency with regard to the traffic backing up on to the A14 coming in to Tesco at certain times of year and although it was felt there was nothing they could do JDol proposed that a letter is written to Tesco informing them of our concerns and suggest that the first hand right turn in to the store be no entry so the traffic has to move along the road before turning in to car park.  This was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Field View Bus Stop

An email has been received from Roger Hall requesting a bus shelter at the bus stop at Field View.  This was looked at several years ago and Domino very kindly agreed to sponsor a bus shelter at this location.  Some time has now elapsed and it was agreed that the Clerk would write to Domino once again to confirm if they still wished to sponsor this project along with letters to Cambridge Building Society and Andy’s Car asking if they would also like to sponsor the bus shelter.  If so they would be able to advertise their company at the bus shelter.  In the meantime the Clerk will find out the approximate cost for a perspex bus shelter.

Skate Park

SJ has now spoken with Claire Thorby who will be emailing her some contact names at Swavesey who should be able to help with arranging some young people to get together to help with the funding application forms.

MS also mentioned that Jon Butler has now been in contact and has given several dates when he would be available to meet with the young people.  MS asked the Clerk to put together the costings that were given for the whole skate park to be repaired.

Illegal Advertising

BB informed the meeting that someone has been advertising their services on lampposts around the village and BB has brought one in to the meeting.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the person concerned and inform him that permission was not granted for this activity but also to mention that he can advertise in the Bar Hill News where the advert will be seen by every household in the village.

The Clerk confirmed to the meeting that a site inspection of the village green will be taking place on Tuesday 31st March at 2pm, where the proposed contractor will meet and discuss the options open to us for improving the drainage.
