2.
To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 26th March 2009 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by JY.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Skate Park - update

An email from the Clerk was read out after having had a meeting with D J Reynolds who felt that the original quotation was very high.  After further investigation he has been able to reduce the price of the boarding needed for the repairs to the skate park.  It was therefore proposed by MS that D J Reynolds should be offered the job of the repairs to the Skate Park and also once the current work has been completed to ask D J Reynolds for a complete job specification for the replacement of ramps to enable the Parish Council to seek 3 quotations to submit for future funding.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

It was also agreed that the Clerk would investigate the replacement of the lights at the Skate Park, perhaps with similar lights to the Village Hall car park, also sensor lighting and also solar panel lights, as this could also be submitted within the funding bid.

Road Improvements - update

MS mentioned that although the County Council has been to the site locations and marked the grass verges with red paint, unfortunately our grass cutter has been along and now the red paint marks cannot be seen at all.  It was therefore agreed that the Clerk would once again contact the County Council and ask if they could indicate to us, in writing, how many metres away from the road the brick walls need to be located.

Farmhouse – update

This subject was discussed at length.  SJ proposed that we recommend to the full Parish Council that we go ahead with Spectrum for the installation of double-glazing, as we have not heard back from the other two companies asked to quote.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.  Also having received 3 quotations for the central heating, it was agreed to go with the lower of the three quotes and this would also be recommended at the next full Parish Council meeting.

The Clerk has had a reply back from the County Council with regard to installing a litter bin to the rear of Robin Close and they have informed her that having inspected the area they felt, at this time, it was not necessary for a bin to be located here as it was very tidy.  JDol will reply to them personally as the reason for the tidiness is because he has been litter picking this area for some time.  So he will ask them to re-consider.
