2.
To elect Chair for the forthcoming year


MS proposed that SJ be chairperson for the forthcoming year and this was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting


The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 23rd April 2009 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by MP.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes


Entrance to the village - site meeting


The meeting began at the entrance to the village to discuss ways of improving the look by eradicating cars being sold on County Council land and also other traders, which make the village look unsightly and also churn up the grass verges.  Mike Oakman and Matt Pickering attended the meeting.


The County Council are happy for bollards to be placed along the grass verge at the expense of the Parish Council.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would obtain quotations for the bollards, what type of bollards were available and once purchased the County Council would install them on our behalf.  A letter had already been received from Anglian Water informing the Parish Council that they would not agree to a gate being put in front of the access road.

The bollards would be spaced at 1½ metres apart and it was roughly estimated that we would need enough to cover approximately 60 metres.


It was also agreed that the Clerk would write to Anglian Water and inform them of what we are undertaking and ask if they would be able to put a sign at the entrance to their access road indicating that there is no parking as the road is in constant use, and also as a precautionary measure yellow lines along the kerb side would be appreciated.

Scout Group - update

An email from Roger Hall was read out where he informed the Planning Committee that the Environmental Health of SCDC had been to inspect the site and they could find nothing structurally wrong with the scout hut.

Also an email has been received from Andy Evans, Chair of the Bar Hill Scout Group informing us that the water issue has now been sorted with them having made an initial payment of £75 already with a further payment of £75 to be paid in October.  Therefore they would like the Parish Council to look in to the issue of a lease for the land that the Scout Hut sits on, as without a lease they cannot bid for funding to refurbish the building.  MS proposed that MP informs the Village Hall Management Committee at their next meeting of what they have requested and ask them if they are in agreement for this to be done.

SJ mentioned that any organisation that has a lease with the Parish Council must be treated the same so in this respect we will need to see their accounts and also to inform them that a nominal charge of £10 per month would be required for the ground rent for the land.  Also any legal fees that are incurred would have to be paid for by the Scout Group.  This was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Disabled access for village hall


We have now had a letter back from the County Council informing us that because the village hall car park is privately owned they would not be able to do the work on our behalf.  The Clerk has spoken with Iain Martin, Chair of the Village Hall Management Committee, who is happy to do the work himself, along with the white lining of car parking spaces.  The Planning Committee was happy for Iain Martin to do the work but would need a written quotation before the work is carried out.

Bar Hill Primary School – Science Week – construction of shelters

A letter has been received from Bar Hill Primary School indicating that they would be having an activity week, as part of their Science Week and will be visiting the wooded area of the village to make shelters.  These will be dismantled when they have finished.  This activity was approved by the Planning Committee.

Reply from County Council to J Doland re the siting of litterbins

The emailed reply to John Doland was read out at the meeting and the contents were noted and filed. 

Various documents on funding for play areas, open spaces etc.

MS agreed to take the various documents home to read and will report back at the next meeting.  Three quotations will be needed for us to bid for funding for the skate park and the Clerk has already asked D J Reynolds to put together a specification to be given to three contractors. 

Road Improvement Measures

The County Council have been back to the areas at Viking Way and Acorn Avenue and have staked out the area where the brick walls are to be placed.  Now that has been done the Clerk will obtain quotations for this work.  MS suggested that she put a piece in the Bar Hill News informing the residents of what the Parish Council are doing.

Viking Way

BB asked why there was no speed limit in Viking Way as with the other streets in the village and MS replied that was because Viking Way was a private road and a speed limit could not be enforced.

Tesco Stores

JD informed the meeting that his wife, who works for Tesco, has seen a surveyor walking around the Tesco site with a view to looking at widening the road entrance by the petrol station.  Watch this space!
