To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes


Skate Park - update


This subject was discussed briefly as we have now had two quotations back and they are both in excess of £100k.  The funding available would be to a maximum of £50k so it was agreed that we could not possibly find a further £50k to have the works completed.  This will be discussed at length at the next full Parish Council meeting.

Bollards - update


We have now sent a purchase order for 60 wooden bollards at a cost of £523.20 and these will be delivered to the office the week commencing 24th August.  The Clerk will contact County Council to inform them of the delivery so hopefully work will be underway before the end of August.

Signs/Advertising


This subject was briefly discussed as we are still waiting to hear from Matt Pickering of the County Council to let us know exactly what our powers are with regards to advertising and signage.

Planning Applications:-

Appletrees Homecare – The Willows – Fascia Signs

Plans have been received for new fascia signs to be erected at The Willows.  After a brief discussion it was agreed that we would give no recommendation and let SCDC make the final decision.

Tesco Stores – Amendments for the Erection of a glazed lobby

Amended plans have been received for the erection of sliding doors to the already existing glazed lobby.  The Planning Committee gave their approval of the plans.

14 Thruffle Way – Tree works

An application has been received to have works done to the Oak Trees behind 14 Thruffle Way.  Due to the history of this area it was agreed that this application would be taken to the next full Parish Council meeting for further discussion.

12 The Spinney – Extension following demolition of garage and conservatory

Plans have been received for the erection of an extension to replace the existing garage and conservatory.  After looking at the plans the Planning Committee had no objections.

Any Other Business

County Council – Notification of disposal of property (30 Gladeside)

A letter has been received asking if the Parish Council wished to purchase 30 Gladeside from them (this is the old school caretaker’s property).  The Parish Council have no need for a further property so the Clerk will write back and decline their offer.

SCDC - Northstowe Parish Forum

MS agreed to take the document home to read and will summarise its contents for the next Parish Council Meeting.

26 Hillcrest – boundary line query

A memo from the Clerk was read out after she had several conversations with a resident who is concerned that his neighbour is taking over land that does not belong to them to enable them to incorporate a paved front drive at their property.  After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that MP would be asked to monitor the property and if and when works commence we will intervene, as we are unable to act on hearsay alone.

Farmhouse

MS reported that someone has put some bricks along the footpath to the back of the Farmhouse.  She feels this could be dangerous for walkers and cyclists alike and has asked if the Clerk would get these bricks removed.

Signage

BB reported that after many years the street numbering sign for 1-19 Field View has never been replaced.  The Clerk replied that we are unable to put up a numbering sign here as it would either have to be placed on the front garden of a property or on the footpath (which is in the ownership of the County Council).

Road Sweepers

SJ again mentioned that the road sweepers came on the same day as the rubbish collection, meaning that they cannot do a proper job as bins are strewn around the roadside.  She will again inform them that they need to choose another day for the road sweeping.
