To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters arising from previous minutes


26 Hillcrest – boundary line query


Due to annual leave the Clerk was unable to contact MP or JDean with regard to monitoring the area concerned.  This was again was discussed and MP confirmed that he will monitor the area to see if the land in question is used.  In the meantime the Clerk will contact the neighbour who originally contacted her and let him know of the decision.


Road Sweeping


SJ has requested that the Clerk contact the Refuse Department about getting the date changed for sweeping the roads.  She has contacted them on several occasions and they still feel it necessary to come on refuse collection day.  This means that bins are in the road (where there are no pavements) and they are unable to do their job properly.

Signs/Advertising


This subject was discussed again and MP suggested that a piece be put in the Bar Hill News with regard to advertising signs in the village to inform the residents that we do not have the power to take down signs as only the County Council can do this.

Planning Applications:-

Tesco Stores – Change of use from warehouse to staff car park

Plans have been received for the demolition of 47-48 Viking Way to make way for a new staff car park.  These plans have been looked at and discussed at length and it was unanimously agreed that we would approve the plans on the following conditions.

That Tesco investigate putting the access to the car park from Saxon Way perimeter road thereby not using the private road owned by the Parish Council as access.  If this is not feasible then a written agreement between Tesco and the Parish Council giving them the right of access over our private road with the condition that they will maintain and repair the road keeping it free of potholes as and when necessary.

8 Thruffle Way – Extensions and alterations

Plans have been received for a first floor extension to the rear of the above property.  The plans include a ground floor extension and a single story extension to the side of the property to house an indoor swimming pool.  The Planning Committee had no objections to these plans, therefore they were approved.

Any Other Business

Ginn & Co – Bar Hill Scout Group

A letter has now been received back from our Solicitor and they have informed the Parish Council that because a lease has never been drawn up before, we could include the points made at our Meeting on 21st May 2009 although they felt that our condition of having the building demolished if not renewed after 5 years would not be acceptable in the lease, however a condition could be included that states the building should be in a safe condition at all times.

Lastly, a further condition to be included with regard to any rent arrears.  If there are rent arrears then the Parish Council will have the authority to close the building until such time the arrears are brought up to date.  Therefore it was agreed that the Clerk would now write to the Chair of the Scout Group informing him of our decision and to ask him to agree to the points raised to enable us to have a new lease drawn up.

Resident wishing to put up a tent on Parish Council land overnight

This subject was discussed at length and it was agreed that this area is a designated public place and therefore cannot be used as overnight accommodation.  Therefore permission cannot be granted, as this would set a precedent within the village.
