ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Gritting bins – Gritting bins were discussed as due to the recent bad weather many roads have been very dangerous and the Clerk asked the Parish Council for permission to purchase some new gritting bins to be placed at the end of the streets.  Once these are in place the County Council are happy to keep these filled but the gritting would need to be done by the residents concerned.  MS proposed that once prices have been obtained the Clerk should purchase as many as she felt necessary and this was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

In the meantime the Clerk asked the Council to look at their respective areas of responsibility to see where new bins were needed and to let her know as soon as possible.

Tesco Car Valeting – Roger Hall emailed the Clerk and asked for comments of the Parish Council with regard to extending their temporary permission of Tesco car valeting, as there is a Delegation Meeting on Monday 12th January 2009.  JDol proposed that we object due to the amount of car parking spaces being taken out of service and this was seconded by BB.  For = 2.  Against = 6.  Abstained = 1.  Therefore the Clerk will inform R Hall that we have no objections.

Wind Turbines – MP asked that in view of the fact the Tesco has now received planning permission fore the wind turbines, could a piece be put in the Bar Hill News informing residents that the Parish Council objected to the wind turbines but we were overruled by SCDC.  MS agreed to have this done for the February issue.

Tesco Trolleys

This subject was briefly discussed as over the Christmas period there were 7 trolleys dumped in the stream.  However, these have now been removed and the area will be monitored in view of the bad weather.  Chris Bradley of SCDC (Environmental Health) was very interested in the trolley situation and he has informed the Clerk that if trolleys start to appear again, to contact him and he will visit Tesco and have them removed within 48 hours.  The same applies to illegal car trading in the village.  Once details have been obtained, these should be passed to the Clerk and she will contact Mr Bradley and he will be happy to deal this problem on our behalf.
