Purchase order for New Swings

The playground inspector has informed the Clerk that the large swing seats in the main play area are now in need of replacement and the Clerk has sent a purchase order to Wickstead Leisure for replacements.

Skate Park

The playground inspector has informed the Clerk that a large hole has appeared on the top part of the side wall of Platform 3 at the skate park and also a metal plate has been removed.  Due to health & safety these jobs will need to be done urgently and the Clerk has sent for a quotation.  In the meantime JDol suggested a piece be put in the Bar Hill News to draw this to the attention of the residents that repairs need to be made as a matter of urgency, most of which are caused by vandalism and they should be made aware that these costs come from their council tax and the young people should be more considerate when using equipment that has been provided for their enjoyment.

Parking in Pheasant Rise

For several weeks there has been a problems in Pheasant Rise with parking and this subject was discussed at length.  It had been suggested that a sign be erected by the Parish Council indicating that this area is a turning point only as this has been done in the past but the situation was different whereby the cul-de-sac was in a circle and all houses had drives and garages so this had to be a turning point only.  Pheasant Rise is a through road and this would not solve the problem.


BG reported that it is the same car that is obstructing the garage entrance so he will take down the registration and send it to the Clerk so she can investigate and send a letter to the owner of the vehicle.

Whilst on the subject of parking SJ reported that a business has started to park their vans overnight in Little Meadow.  The name of the company was given to the Clerk and she will write to the company concerned and inform them that these vehicles cannot be parked in the residential area of the village.

Tesco Stores

BB reported that the bus shelter seat has still not been repaired.  This has now been over 18 months since it was first reported and it was agreed that the Clerk would write to their Head Office with a copy to the store and SCDC, Environmental Health and insist that it be repaired for health and safety reasons.
