Policy for advertising signs – changes made - to be adopted

Risk Assessment and Policy for bus shelters, bins and benches


The policy for risk assessment of Parish Council assets was looked at and agreed to be checked by Councillors twice yearly.  The policy was adopted and proposed by BB and seconded by BG.  All in favour.

Policy for Contractors working on their own


After a debate it was agreed that the Parish Council would not adopt this policy but would, when taking on a new contractor the Clerk will ask the Contractor if he has done a risk assessment on working on his own and if he has a policy for lone workers and this would then be kept on file. 


Financial Regulations update

The Financial Regulations were inspected and the amendments were adopted subject to changes.  This was proposed by JDl and seconded by BG.  All in favour. 


Briefing Paper on Parish Plan


This subject was discussed at length.  It was generally felt that the residents should be involved and MS agreed to put a piece in the Bar Hill News to get a public consultation.  This subject will be put on the main agenda for the January meeting so we can come up with some ideas on what the income from the Willows could be spent on.

Clerk’s workload and hours


The Clerk reported that at present she is happy to carry on with her existing hours.


Report on Cycle Path 

MS reported that the Dry Drayton to Madingley Group now have a website and they have put a piece in the Bar Hill News to keep the residents informed.  The cycle path would link Bar Hill to Dry Drayton and then through to Madingley but at present there is no obvious way to get to a new cycle path to Cambridge.  However, there is a grant of up to £180k for an off-road cycle way.  The universities currently own the majority of land that is involved.  MS asked BW if she would be interested in being our representative and she agreed.
