Items for Information

a. Road gritting – information before going to Parish Council meeting


An email from Brookfield Groundcare was read out to the meeting after the Clerk had a meeting with them and they informed her that they grit the roads for Longstanton Parish Council.  She asked for a quotation for this work and this has been put on the main agenda for the Parish Council Meeting next week. 


MP proposed that a letter be written to the County Council with regard to the lack of gritting around the perimeter road.  They seem only to be gritting up to the Tesco roundabout and as the perimeter road is a major bus route he feels this should be included in their normal gritting schedule.

MP also asked for a further salt bin to be placed opposite the existing bin at Hillcrest and ask if Brookfield Groundcare could keep these extra bins filled when the County Council doesn’t do it.


After a long discussion SJ proposed that we recommend to the full Parish Council, that we accept the quotation from Brookfield Groundcare to grit the entrance of every street in Bar Hill to approximately 20 metres in at the cost of £160 + VAT per visit (obviously this is only if further snow falls during the next few weeks).  This was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

MS agreed to create a new policy of the gritting of the roads and this will be discussed at the February meeting along with a long-term strategy for road gritting, which will include the possibility of having the whole of Hillcrest gritted.

e. Advertising Signs

It was reported that a poster for the Blood Transfusion Unit has been erected on the Parish Council fence at the entrance to the village.  Although we would normally permit this poster, advance permission had not been obtained and the clerk will write to them asking that in future they must seek permission.

MP suggested that we have our own sign put on the fence indicating that permission must be sought.  MS will bring this item up on the agenda, under Planning Committee, at the next meeting.

BG reported that a street numbering sign in Pheasant Rise has fallen off the posts and he has asked permission to re-fix it.  This was granted.
