To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting


The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 14th January 2010 were read and approved as a true record.  Proposed by MS and seconded by MP.  All in favour.

Decisions from previous minutes


Since the proposal of accepting Zurich insurance for a further year at the last Parish Council Meeting, the Clerk has obtained a quotation from Came & Company (a subsidiary of Aviva) who deals exclusively with Parish Councils.  The quotation details were examined thoroughly by the Committee and MP proposed that subject to a favourable response from Cottenham Parish Council, who also uses Came & Company, we accept their quotation of £4,696.69, being a saving of £1,410.33. Items for Information

a. Bar Hill Cricket Club – permission for two cricket nets

This subject was discussed at length and the plans were examined.  MP felt that the new cricket nets would affect vehicular access on the village green on fete day and grass cutting etc.  Also general usage by the public would be diminished.  JY also felt there could also be an issue with the drainage situation and he was concerned about the visual impact it would have.

MS agreed and said that the village green is for the benefit of members of the public and felt the plans submitted were a little too large.  Also there could be a health & safety issue with regard to the location so close to the Scout Hut and Village Hall and perhaps a compromise could be reached.  Therefore MS proposed that the Clerk write to the Cricket Club to enable the Parish Council to make a decision.  It would also be helpful if the area in question could be pegged out so we know exactly where the netting is going.  This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

b. Foxhollow Play Equipment – repairs needed

A report from the Play Inspector has been sent indicating that the bench close to the B frame at the Foxhollow site needs to be replaced.  It was agreed that the Clerk would obtain quotations to have the old bench removed, the ground levelled and a new bench installed.

c. Resident complaint – re noisy neighbours

An anonymous letter has been received with regard to noisy neighbours and this was read out to the meeting.  Although there is not much the Parish Council can do, it was agreed that the contents of the letter would be given to the local police and also a letter would be sent to the Environmental Health with regard to the rubbish.

d. Farmhouse newsletter – information only

MS briefly read the newsletter and it was agreed that this would be filed.

e. Memo with regard to Otter Close problems

The Clerk reported that a resident visited the office this week with regard to the general mess in Otter Close, rubbish being dumped and also the lack of consideration for householders when people park their cars.  This area has been a problem over the years and it was agreed that members of the Planning Committee would site visit the area, preferably over the course of the weekend, when most residents would be at home to try and gage the impact of the vehicles in the street.  It was agreed that in the meantime the Clerk would deal with the rubbish by contacting SCDC.

f. Signage

It was reported that two companies located in Viking Way have started erecting their own advertising signs along the perimeter road.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the necessary authority to have these signs removed.
