	Decisions from previous minutes

Otter Close - This subject was discussed at length and JDol reported that on several visits to the street he felt the best way to help with the parking would be to tarmac over the two grass verges at the end of Otter Close and turn these into parking bays, and it was suggested that this project could come from the Willows funding.  SJ proposed that in the first instance we drop leaflets to the residents of Otter Close requesting they use their garages to help eradicate the ongoing parking problems in the street.  This was seconded by MP.  All in favour.

It was also agreed that this be brought up at the next Parish Council meeting for further discussion.  The Clerk reported that the litter that had accumulated has now been cleared.

a. Units 1,2,3,4,5,10,11,12,13 & 145 Trafalgar Way – Alterations to units

Plans have been received for alterations to refurbish the above units to include internal strip out, replacement of roof coverings, external cladding and replacements of all windows and doors.  After looking at the plans the Planning Committee approved the application.

b. 14 Thruffle Way – Tree reduction to Oak trees (TPO)

An application has been received for the reduction in height by 35% of oak trees located to the rear of 14 Thruffle Way.  The Planning Inspectorate had already site visited the area in November and his decision was not to carry out any works and the Planning Committee agreed with his decision. 	Items for Information

a. Bar Hill Allotment Society – Membership rules - An email was received from a resident with regard to the membership rules.  As this email was not addressed directly to the Parish Council but only copied it was agreed that an answer was not necessary and the contents would be filed.

b. SCDC – Adoption of Statement of Community Involvement - A letter has been received with regard to the adoption of statement of community involvement and supplementary planning documents.  This was reads out to the Committee and will be filed.

c. Bar Hill Pre-School – new garden (funding) - A letter was received from Yvonne Herbert of the Bar Hill Pre-school looking for funding to improve their existing garden and to include a new sensory garden.  The Clerk has already given her application forms for possible funding from external sources but as the proposed new garden will be on the village green, MP proposed that a site meeting needs to be arranged with the Pre-School and ask if they could peg out the area for the meeting to enable the Planning Committee to take this forward.  This was seconded by SJ.    All in favour.


d. County Council – Traffic Management Area Joint Committee Meeting - A letter has been received with regard to the forthcoming meeting for the South Cambridgeshire Traffic Management Area Joint Committee on 18th April.  The contents were duly noted and will be filed.

e. Brochure for wet pour repair system (play areas) - The Clerk has received a brochure from Associated Surfaces and Materials who can supply a wet pour repair kit, which would be suitable for all the play areas in Bar Hill.  It was agreed that the Clerk would obtain a price list for the Planning Committee to consider.

Bus Timetables - JDol reported that the new electronic bus timetables at the bus stops were not working correctly and was concerned that the current information could confuse the more elderly of our residents and that both Stagecoach and Whippet had buses coming to Bar Hill at the same time on Sundays.  JDol therefore proposed that we write to both bus companies and suggest they speak to each other with regard to their timetables with the possibility of changing some of the times.  This was seconded by JY.  All in favour.

It was also agreed that the Clerk would obtain the new timetables from the internet and keep copies in the office and will advertise the timetables in the next Bar Hill News.

g)
Stream - MS reported that there is bank slippage along the stream between the ring road and the first street on the left.  The Clerk will have a contractor look at the area with a view to shoring up the banks.
