This was briefly discussed as a letter had been received from a plot holder who was questioning the procedures of the Allotment Society Management Committee.  This has been dealt with and will be brought to the full Parish Council Meeting next week.

Visit to Bar Hill Pre-School

The meeting then adjourned for a site visit to the Village Hall where the Pre-School is located.  They requested further land be given to them to enable them to extent their existing garden.  They originally wanted to come further on to the village green but it was felt that this could possibly encroach on the football pitches.

However MP proposed that the garden be moved length ways to incorporate the wooded area, which would give the children more outdoor activities and would also keep in line with the village hall.  It was agreed that approximately 108 sq metres would be given over to the Pre-School and this was seconded by BG.  All in favour.

	Items for Information

a. Parking Problems in Pheasant Rise – A memo from the Clerk was read out with regard to an ongoing problem between neighbours and parking in a garage block.  MS informed the meeting that she had already discussed this issue with the Clerk and although not directly our responsibility, the Police had been trying to assist and they informed the resident to contact the Parish Council.  After hearing the facts MP proposed that a letter be sent to the resident concerned and point out the parking area that is on the deeds for the property and ask that in the spirit of good neighbourliness the area in question is shared and therefore consideration should be given to each other.  This was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

b. Highways Agency - public Inquiry with regard to the A14 improvements – For information only.  The contents of the letter were duly noted.

c. Email from Resident – A resident had a fall along Viking Way some weeks ago and would like to meet with members of the Council to discuss the fall.  It was agreed that the Clerk shall write to the resident and invite him along to site visit the area with the Clerk and the new Chair, JDol, 15 minutes prior to the next Planning Meeting

d. Otter Close – The parking problem in Otter Close was discussed briefly.  The leaflets have now been prepared and will be delivered in the next few days.  However one of the residents had visited the Parish Council Office and expressed her concern at the possibility of the two-grassed areas being turned in to parking spaces and she felt there was a lack of green space in Otter Close already.  She hoped that if the Parish Council felt this was the best way to go, then there should be a consultation with the residents in Otter Close.
