	Items for Information

a. A14 Trunk Road Improvements – Traffic Regulation Order – This was for information only and the contents were duly noted and filed

b. Painting of the Farmhouse Building – It was agreed that the Clerk would arrange a suitable meeting time and date for the working group to meet with the Farmhouse Youth Leaders to discuss this project.

c. Graffiti on Anglian Water Building (near the Skate Park) – An email has been received from Chris Bradley at SCDC with regard to the removal of graffiti.  A full debate took place on how we wish to proceed with this subject.  SJ proposed that we ask SCDC to pursue Anglian Water in getting the graffiti removed as this was part of our Graffiti Policy and this was seconded by MS.  For=5.  Abstained=1 (MP).  Therefore the motion was carried.

d. Lorry Watch Scheme – A reply has now been received with regard to the Lorry Watch scheme.  They cannot help the Parish Council with this scheme, as there has to be a weight restriction in place for this scheme to go ahead.

e. Bar Hill Community Market – A letter has been received with regard to the advertising of the Community Market and they have appealed for the Parish Council to reconsider our decision.  This will need to go to the full Parish Council meeting next week for further debate.

f. Oakington Market – JDol advised the Committee that signs have started to reappear for the Saturday Oakington Market.  It was agreed that the Clerk should write to Mike Oakman of the County Council to have these sings removed.  MP proposed that the Clerk write to Oakington Market direct and inform them that they are committing an offence as due to fly posting in Bar Hill and this was seconded by BG.  For=5.  Against=1.  Therefore motion was carried.

g. Green area on Spine Path (close to Foxhollow) – The Clerk has had a conversation with a resident who has complained about the young people constantly playing football up against his new fence (only erected this year and already he has had to replace three boards, due to the constant kicking of the ball).  He has asked if a sign could be placed on the fence indicating No Ball Games.

This was discussed at length.  Initially it was thought that a sign would be of use but MP felt that already there are too any signs in the village and that a further sign would only make matters worse.  He therefore proposed that we contact the PCSO and ask for patrols in this area (normally late afternoons and school holidays) and to write back to the resident and give our sympathies but we are against the polificoration of signs in the village.  This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

h. Parish Council Fencing – This was discussed at length and it was agreed that the Clerk would have the No Advertising Sign moved further along, closer to the roundabout.  It was then suggested that the fencing be removed altogether as this would stop all advertising.  It was agreed that the Clerk should obtain quotations for the removal of the fencing.
