	Matters Arising from previous Minutes

Tree and Hedge Planting Scheme – MS had sent a memo to all Councillors indicating that due to the small amount of trees we would require the Tree and Hedge Planting Scheme would not be suitable for our needs.  However, it was agreed that the Clerk would contact Roz Richardson, the Tree Officer at SCDC and ask if certain areas in the village could be looked at with a view to some new planting, such as along the draft (at the back of Appletrees), the Skate Park and also along the stream back close to Hollytrees.

All Weather Sports Facility – The Clerk has received an email from Paul Thorby asking to attend our September meeting to discuss VAT refunds on equipment they purchase and also the insurance aspect of the facility.  This was then discussed at length as MP reported that he has, on several occasions, witnessed young people climbing over the fence to gain access to use the facility.  He has spoken with Paul Thorby and suggested they keep the gates unlocked during the summer holidays, as this would stop any further damage to the fencing and would be cheaper in the long run.

Village Green – This was discussed as Brookfield has been to site visit the village green and, with the recent rain, the cracks have closed considerably.  However it was felt that further work, such as slitting and rolling, would improve the green greatly and the Clerk informed the meeting that if we could find up some volunteers with shovels, then Brookfield could deliver the soil and trench it along the existing cracks for the volunteers to shovel in behind them.  Unfortunately the problem is that most of the Council and Football Club works during the day, so the Clerk will ask if Brookfield could do this job in the evening.

	Items for Information

Play Inspection Report – Due to some of the items raised within the report it was agreed that a copy of the summarised report will be sent prior to the next Parish Council Meeting and be put on as a main agenda item.

However, with regard to bins it was noted that a lidded bin needs to be put in to the main play area to stop the rubbish blowing around in the wind and also the bin by the Tennis Courts needs to be large as this always seems to full.  The Clerk will therefore purchase extra bins for these two locations.
Draft lease for Scout Group – This has now been received from our Solicitors and it was agreed that MS would take a copy home to study before making comments at the next Parish Council meeting.  This will be put on as a main agenda item.

County Council, Winter Gritting Service – A letter has been received outlining the County Council’s agenda for winter gritting and the good news is that they will fill any salt bins that the Parish Council has supplied within the village.  Once the shed has been erected at the rear of the Parish Council Office the Clerk will be able to keep a supply if salt/grit for emergency use on footpaths.

Community Liaison Support Officer (SCDC) – An email has been received from Linda Browne who would like to attend one of our Planning meetings.  It was agreed that she would be invited to our Planning Meeting scheduled for Thursday 23rd September.

19 Pheasant Rise – dispute on access to garage block – This has again been discussed as there seems to have been no conclusion to this matter.  It seems that although the deeds give a 50/50 ownership of the area, the garage doors of 19 Pheasant Rise do take up approximately 70% and if the other neighbour parks their car where they do at present, then the resident cannot access their garage.  It was agreed that a letter be sent asking for the resident to be more considerate but in the meantime some of the Councillors agreed to site visit the area and will give the Clerk their opinion on the subject.

Area outside Parish Council Office – MS has asked the Council to look again at this subject matter and has asked for Councillor’s opinions on the draft plan already drawn up.  Once opinions have been received the Clerk will bring ideas to the next Parish Council Meeting.

SPARC Building – JY reported that the wooden fire escape behind the building had broken wooden slats and the handrail was broken.  Her feels this is a health & safety issue and asked if a letter could be sent to the Committee, as a matter of urgency, and asks for repairs to be done as soon as possible.  Also to ask them to advise us when the work will be completed.

Parish Council Office – JDol asked if the Parish Council would consider solar panels in the Parish Council, as this would save money, in the long term.  The Clerk will investigate prices.
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There being no further business the meeting closed at 2.45pm.  The next Planning Committee Meeting will take place on Thursday 9th September 2010 at 1.30pm in the Parish Council Office.
