	To Approve the Minutes of the Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 22nd July 2010 were read and approved as a true record.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

	Matters Arising from previous Minutes

Lease for Scout Hut – The Lease was looked at by the Planning Committee and it was agreed that it could be passed and signed by the relevant parties.  However, with regard to the clause about the installation of utility metres, if this has not already been done the Clerk will ask for a letter of intent from the Scout Group to ensure this work is carried out by the year end.  

Letter from SPARC – The letter from SPARC was read out to the Planning Committee.  The fire exit stairs have now been repaired to a very good standard.  They have asked if the bump in the path can be repainted so it is more visible at night.  This was agreed to be done.  Lighting was also mentioned.  It was suggested that a sensor light should be attached to the outside of the SPARC building (the same as the Farmhouse) and MP proposed that, after agreement with SPARC, we have the light installed and contribute £100 towards the work and this was seconded by BB.  All in favour.  It was also agreed that a copy of the letter would be sent to Jon Butler of the Youth Patch.

Skate Park and Play Inspection Report – A report given to the Clerk, by our Playground Inspector was read out with his opinions on the current problems and ways to rectify them.  MS proposed that a meeting is arranged with Nigel Barber and the Planning Committee to visit the various play areas and to also obtain quotes to remove the shelters.  This was seconded by MP.  All in favour. This will also be a main agenda item for the next Parish Council Meeting.

	Planning Applications
a. 79 The Brambles – Single Storey Front Extension

Plans have been received for a single storey extension to the above property.  Having inspected the plans the Planning Committee approved the plans.

b. 82 Foxhollow – Two Storey Side Extension and Single Storey Front Extension

Plans were inspected for the two-storey side extension and single-storey front extension to the above property.  After a short discussion it was agreed to refuse these plans due to the over development of the area.

c. Application for Street Trading Consent – The Village Hall 

A letter has been received from SCDC with regard to a street trading licence for a kebab and burger van to trade in the car park of the Village Hall.  The Planning Committee had no objections but it was agreed that BB would take a copy of the letter to the Village Hall Management Committee for their approval.

	Items for Information

Conversation with Andrew Lansley’s Secretary – Thruffle Way

The Clerk had been in contact with Andrew Lansley’s secretary with regard to a resident and they wanted to have the history of this resident, which was duly emailed to them.  The Clerk’s reply was read out to the meeting.

County Council – Integrated Youth Support Service

A letter from the County Council has been received with regard to the Integrated Youth Support Service.  MS agreed to take the document home and will summarise its contents at the next meeting.

Email re 15 Almond Grove – dumped fridge freezer

The Clerk brought this item to the meeting, as, although the fridge/freezer is on private property, it could be a danger for young children in the area.  It was agreed that the clerk would contact Environmental Health at SCDC and ask for them to visit the property.

Cracking brick wall – 167 Spinney (possible health & safety)

The Clerk asked for advise on a cracking brick wall behind 167 The Spinney as, although the wall is not the responsibility of the Parish Council, it does run along a public footpath, and some Councillors had visited the area and felt the wall was dangerous.  Therefore MS proposed that the Clerk arrange for a contractor to look at the wall with a view to repair it and this was seconded by BB.  All in favour.

SCDC – Planning and our Parishes

MS agreed to look at this letter as she had an interest due to currently being involved in creating a Parish Plan for Bar Hill. 

Agenda for Liaison Meeting on 18th October 2010

SCDC have informed us that there will be a meeting on Monday 18th October but unfortunately due to the short notice no Councillor present would be able to attend.

Signage

SS reported that recently dog owners have been allowing their dogs to enter the main plan area on the village green and this has been causing problems with dog mess in an area.  JDol proposed that we have signs made to be placed in the play area saying, “This area is for children only, no dogs allowed”.  MP then proposed that the sign say, “It is forbidden for dogs to be in the play area”.  MS then suggested that a sign be placed in the play area with a picture of a dog with a line through it, as this was more universal.  The third option was agreed.  Also a lidded bin is urgently needed in the play area to stop the wind taking litter out of the bins.  The Clerk will purchase a new bin.

Viking Way

MP reported that the area outside Tesco dot.com has become very overgrown and needs to be cut back.  BB said that he would visit Tesco and ask for this to be cut back as soon as possible.  Also MP reported that the large No Parking sign at the entrance to Viking Way has been hit on several occasions by large vehicle and looks very unsightly.  He would like the sign removed.  Also MP suggested that we write to Whale of a Time and ask for them to tidy up the frontage of their property, as this has now become very overgrown.
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There being no further business the meeting closed at 3.10pm.  The next Planning Committee Meeting will take place on Thursday 28th October 2010 at 1.30pm in the Parish Council Office.
