	Planning Applications
a. 2 Foxhollow – Two storey side extension

Plans have been received for a two-storey side extension, carport and a new garage following the demolition of existing garage. The plans were looked at and after a lengthy debate it was agreed that no recommendation would be given.

b. 43 Hollytrees – Extensions and alterations

Plans have been received fro Extensions and alterations to this dwelling plus conversion of the garage to an annexe, also a boundary wall alteration and new vehicular access.  The Clerk had received concerns from a neighbouring property with regard the to size of this extension and it was agreed that the Planning Committee would object to this application on the grounds of the resident’s concerns on the over development of the site and the effect on her quality of life if this work went ahead.

c. 19 Trafalgar Way – Coal Pensions Properties Ltd – Installation of new cladding system 

Plans have been received for the installation of a new built up cladding system to the front elevation of this industrial unit plus the replacement of windows and doors, re-roofing with composite panel roof and replacement roof lights.  Having looked at the plans the Planning Committee approved them. 

d. 21 Viking Way – Urban Car Company – Change of use

Plans have been received for the change of use to display and sell used cars.  The plans were inspected and the Planning Committee had no objections.

e. 21 Viking Way – Urban Car Company – Signage (4)

Plans have been received for four signs and adverts for this new company.  The plans were inspected and the Planning Committee had no objections.

	Items for Information

County Council – Integrated Youth Support Service

MS reported that having read through the report it was information with regard to the reduction of services for youth provision over the next financial year.  Any available funding will be earmarked for disfunctional families and disorderly children therefore would not benefit Bar Hill.

Oriel Services Ltd – Subsidence claim on 21 Acorn Avenue

A report has been done on 21 Acorn Avenue, which suggests that oak trees, under Parish Council responsibility, are the cause of subsidence.  This was originally sent to SCDC but they have sent the report back to us.  MS proposed that we formally notify SCDC of this possible problem and ask for an investigation to take place.  This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

Broken Water Cover

MP reported that a plastic water cover has been broken that is located just off the cricket square on the village green.  The Clerk will arrange for a contractor to site visit the area in due course.

Tree Work

SJ reported that a tree (No. 2409) located between 80 and 81 Foxhollow (on the perimeter road is in need of being felled.  The Clerk will add this to her list.

Play Areas – Site Visit
